Purpose

This Survey Results Dashboard includes data from the California Personal Responsibility Education Program (CA
PREP) component of the Adolescent Sexual Health Education Program (ASH Ed). Participants completed entry
and exit surveys between July 2022-June 2023. The dashboard presents information on participants’
background characteristics, sexual experiences, awareness and use of sexual and reproductive health (SRH)
services, SRH knowledge, and perceptions and experiences related to CA PREP. These data help identify
program successes and provide opportunities for quality improvement.
