


Lead can make it hard 
for children to learn, 

pay attention and 
behave. 

 
Protect your child from lead:
 

Keep your child away from old or 
chipped paint.
 
Wash your child’s hands and toys 
often.
 
Cover bare dirt outside where your 
child plays.

Feed your child healthy meals and 
snacks every day.

Ask your child’s doctor about 
testing for lead.  Most children get 
tested at 1 and 2 years old.
