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Public Health Significance (Pages 8-10)

» Over the past three years California has seen an increase in sexually
transmitted infection (STI) rates among young people in all regions of the
state.

» Data suggests that some populations face greater inequities in sexual health
outcomes. These populations include, but are not limited to:

expectant and parenting youth,
youth in foster care and the juvenile justice system,
youth experiencing homelessness,

male youth who identify as gay or bisexual and/or have same-sex sexual
partners, and

female youth who identify as lesbian or bisexual and/or have same and
other-sex sexual partners.
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Public Health Significance (Pages 8-10)
(continued)

» Despite declining adolescent birth rates (ABR) in California,
inequities persist, particularly by race and Hispanic/Latino
ethnicity, as well as geography [1].

» In communities where ABRs are high, there are also high levels of
poverty and limited economic and educational opportunities.

» Data reveal that repeat births are not declining as quickly as ABRs.
Higher proportions of adolescents aged 19 and below experience
preterm births, and those with a subsequent birth have higher
proportions of suboptimal interpregnancy intervals than adults
aged 20-44.
