The Let’s Talk Cannabis Community Toolkit is designhed to
help you start a conversation in your community about how
cannabis (marijuana) affects our bodies, minds and health.

Cannabis is legal under California law and many communities
rely on city and county agencies to spread the word about the
potential health effects of using cannabis. To support local
education and outreach programs, the toolkit provides science-
based resources about:

e Protecting the health of pregnant and breastfeeding
women, and their babies.

e Preventing accidental poisoning by edibles (cookies, etc.).
Why using cannabis is risky for youth, including impacts on
school success, brain development and mental health.

e The role of parents and mentors in preventing and
discouraging underage use.

Who Should Use the Toolkit— County health agencies,
WIC programs and other local partners who want to raise
awareness about the potential health effects of using cannabis.

California Cannabis Laws

Under California’s Medicinal
and Adult-Use Cannabis
Regulation and Safety Act
(MAUCRSA), it is now legal
for adults 21 and older to buy
and use cannabis (marijuana)
without a doctor’s
recommendation or a county-
issued medical marijuana
identification card.

MAUCRSA also provides
funding for the Let’s Talk
Cannabis campaign, which
was launched by the
California Department of
Public Health to raise
awareness about how
cannabis affects the health of
Californians, the health
effects of overusing cannabis,
and legal use. To find out
more, visit our website:
