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CALIFORNIA DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC HEALTH 
PROGRAM OVERVIEW 

The mission of the California Department of Public Health (CDPH) is to protect and improve the health of all Californians, primarily through population-based programs, strategies, and initiatives.
Our goals are to improve access to quality public health services, to improve health outcomes, and to reduce health care costs through prevention with services such as disease screenings and vaccinations, and patient safety initiatives. CDPH plays a vital role in these efforts, collaborating with local health departments, agencies, and organizations throughout the State.  
The Department comprises five Public Health Centers as well as Health Information and Strategic Planning and the Public Health Emergency Preparedness Program.
Center for Chronic Disease Prevention and Health Promotion
The Center for Chronic Disease Prevention and Health Promotion comprises the Division of Chronic Disease and Injury Control and the Division of Environmental and Occupational Disease Control. The Center administers programs that address the prevention and control of chronic diseases including cancer, cardiovascular diseases, diabetes; the prevention and control of injuries; and, the prevention and control of environmental and occupational diseases. 

Center for Environmental Health

The Center for Environmental Health comprises the Division of Food Drug and Radiation Safety and the Division of Drinking Water and Environmental Management. The Center administers programs that protect the public from unsafe drinking water; regulate the generation, handling, and disposal of medical waste; oversees the disposal of low-level radioactive waste; and protects and manages food, drug, medical device, and radiation sources.

Center for Family Health

The Center for Family Health is comprised of the Genetic Disease Screening Program (GDSP); Maternal, Child and Adolescent Health (MCAH) Program; Office of Family Planning (OFP) and the Women, Infants and Children (WIC) Supplemental Nutrition Program. GDSP administers the largest genetic screening program in the world, screening California’s 560,000 newborns and permissively screening approximately 400,000 pregnant women, and provides follow up services including counseling and confirmatory tests. MCAH, responsible for administering the Federal Title V Block Grant, oversees programs and develops systems that protect and improve the health of California's women of reproductive age, infants, children, adolescents, and their families by focusing on creating and maintaining strong partnerships with federal, state and local agencies in public and private sectors.  OFP serves 1.6 million income eligible men and women of childbearing age through a network of 2,400 public and private providers.  Services include comprehensive education, assistance, and services relating to family planning through the Family Planning, Access, Care and Treatment (Family PACT) program and teen pregnancy prevention programs throughout the state. In addition the OFP administers the Domestic Violence Program, which funds 94 domestic violence shelters in California.  The WIC Program serves 1.4 million participants each month, improving the health of low-income women, infants and preschool children through nutrition education classes and counseling, support for breastfeeding, referrals to health care and other services, and access to nutritious foods at grocery stores throughout the State.  

Center for Health Care Quality

The Center for Health Care Quality comprises Licensing and Certification and Laboratory Field Services. The Center regulates the quality of care in public and private health facilities, clinics, and agencies; licenses nursing home administrators; certifies home health aides, certified nurse assistants, and other direct care staff; and licenses and inspects laboratory facilities and licenses laboratory personnel. 

Center for Infectious Disease

The Center for Infectious Disease comprises the Division of Communicable Disease Control and the Office of AIDS. The Center oversees the investigation, prevention, and control of infectious diseases and the assessment, prevention, and interruption of the transmission of HIV and the provision of services to HIV-infected Californians.
Health Information and Strategic Planning

Health Information and Strategic Planning disburses and monitors funds to counties for hospital, physician, and related health services; and coordinates and oversees the collection, management, and dissemination of public health and vital statistics data. 

Public Health Emergency Preparedness Program

The Public Health Emergency Preparedness program coordinates preparedness and response activities across CDPH for all public health emergencies, including natural disasters, acts of terrorism, and pandemic diseases. The program plans and supports surge capacity in medical care and public health systems to meet needs during emergencies. The program administers federal and state funds that support CDPH's emergency preparedness activities.

GENERAL BUDGET OVERVIEW

The CDPH budget supports activities and services that reinforce the State’s commitment to the health of all Californians. For fiscal year (FY) 2008-09, the Governor’s Budget provides $3.1 billion for the support of CDPH programs and services. Of the amount proposed, $747.4 million is for state operations and $2.379 billion is for local assistance.  The proposed budget affirms the Department’s commitment to address the public health needs of Californians.

The Governor’s Budget provides 68.0 permanent positions to fully implement the mandates of SB 1312, Chapter 896, Statutes of 2006. The positions will ensure California’s standards for licensure of long-term care health facilities are maintained. This is accomplished through periodic inspection of all licensed long-term care facilities for compliance with state laws and regulations to the extent that those standards provide greater protection to residents, or are more precise than federal standards.  Additionally, the positions will conduct Quality Assurance reviews to ensure patient safety is protected and ensure consistent application and enforcement of state standards across the state.

The Governor’s Budget provides 7.0 permanent positions in the Complaint Investigation Unit. These positions will investigate a significantly increased number of complaints against Certified Nurse Assistants, Home Health Aides, and Certified Hemodialysis Technicians who are accused of abuse, theft, negligence, or unprofessional conduct against patients in health care facilities, private homes, or agencies.

The Governor’s Budget provides 13.0 permanent positions funded by federal funds. These positions will replace 7.0 limited-term positions that expire December 31, 2008 and create 6.0 positions for Temporary Help Blanket employees hired over the past 24 months. The positions will enable WIC to sustain services to 1.4 million women, infants, and young children and ensure continued compliance with the new federal regulations of the Child Nutrition and WIC Reauthorization Act of 2004.

The Governor’s Budget provides 1.0 permanent position to implement the requirements of AB 629 (Brownley, Chapter 602, Statutes of 2007). AB 629 requires sexual health education programs that are funded or administered by the state to be comprehensive and not abstinence-only. The position will perform ongoing research, review sexual health education curricula, provide technical assistance to existing state program staff, and monitor compliance with the mandates of AB 629.

These positions will help small water systems obtain funding to comply with safe drinking water standards, reducing the public health risk to customers of small water systems. The 10.5 positions are currently limited-term and are scheduled to terminate on June 30, 2008.

The Governor’s Budget provides 15.5 limited-term positions and budget authority supported by the Water Security, Clean Drinking Water, Coastal and Beach Protection Fund of 2002 (Propositions 50). These positions will ensure that the Proposition 50 program will continue to carry out activities that reduce the public’s risks of contracting waterborne illnesses by preventing contamination through enhanced management, operation, and infrastructure improvements of California’s public water systems. The 15.5 positions are currently limited-term and are scheduled to terminate on June 30, 2008.

Statewide Environmental Monitoring/Oversight and Low-Level Radioactive Waste Volume Reduction and Tracking

The Governor’s Budget provides an increase in expenditure authority of $138,000 from the Radiation Control Fund and authorization to permanently establish 3.0 positions. These positions will address statewide environmental monitoring, oversight of environmental radiation contamination issues, and low-level radioactive waste volume reduction and tracking.

The Governor’s Budget provides 2.0 two-year limited-term positions and budget authority supported by the Radiation Control Fund to allow adequate time to capture additional data that will demonstrate if there is sustainable growth in the licensing and inspection programs, meet statutory mandates for the protection of the public health and safety, and decrease the public’s risk of excessive and improper exposure to radiation.

The Governor’s Budget provides 1.5 two-year limited-term positions and budget authority supported by the Export Document Program Fund.  The positions will improve customer service in reviewing export document requests and issuing export documents for food, drug, cosmetic, and medical device manufacturers in California.
Vended Water (SB 220)

The Governor’s Budget provides 2.0 permanent positions funded by the Food Safety Fund to perform and support the new workload associated with the implementation of SB 220 (Corbett, Chapter 575, Statutes of 2007). SB 220 establishes new labeling and inspection requirements for water vending machines and requires bottlers to make bottled water reports available in English, Spanish, and other appropriate foreign languages.

Vital Records Image Redaction and Statewide Access (VRIRSA) and Computerization of Records (COR)
3.0 Positions

The Governor’s Budget provides 3.0 one-year limited-term positions and a one-time increase of $1,226,962 in FY 2009-10 to proceed with required activities and information technology functions to implement VRIRSA and COR activities and continue with the computerization of the historical birth and death records as mandated by SB 247 (Speier, Chapter 914, Statutes of 2002). The 3.0 positions are currently limited-term and are scheduled to terminate on June 30, 2008.  

Compliance With Federal Birth Certificate Standards

The Governor’s Budget provides 4.5 two-year limited-term positions to meet newly established federal standards for birth certificates and to comply with federal security requirements for access to, and issuance of, certified copies of these documents.  California must comply with federal legislation within three years of the fall 2007 release of final regulations in order for birth certificates to be accepted for federal purposes.

Also included is restoration and funding to reflect delayed implementation of the health care Associated Infection (HAI) program under SB 739 (Speier, Chapter 526, Statutes of 2006) for a comprehensive new program in the Center for Infectious Disease and Center for Health Care Quality to address a significant gap in CDPH communicable disease efforts. It will also increase the effectiveness of CDPH’s response to a potential influenza pandemic and other epidemics of emerging infectious diseases, such as MRSA.  The funds will support HAI prevention, control, and laboratory testing and will help integrate other programs implemented by CDPH, other state agencies, local health departments, health care facilities, and communities that currently address HAIs.  
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
