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CALIFORNIA DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC HEALTH 
PROGRAM OVERVIEW 

The mission of the California Department of Public Health (CDPH) is to optimize the health and well-being of the people in California, primarily through population-based programs, strategies, and initiatives.
Our goals are to increase quality and years of healthy life, reduce disparities and promote health equity; prepare for, respond to, and recover from emerging public health threats and emergencies; improve quality and availability of data to inform public health decision-making; promote quality of the workforce and workplace environment; and improve effectiveness of business functions.  CDPH is working toward these goals through its programmatic activities and in collaboration with local health departments, agencies, and organizations throughout the State.  
CDPH comprises five Public Health Centers as well as Health Information and Strategic Planning and the Public Health Emergency Preparedness Program.
GENERAL BUDGET OVERVIEW

The CDPH budget supports activities and services that reinforce the State’s commitment to the health of all Californians. For fiscal year (FY) 2009-10, the Governor’s Proposed Budget provides $3.3 billion for the support of CDPH programs and services, an increase of approximately 1.5% from the 2008-09 Budget Act. Of the amount approved, $637.7 million is for state operations and $2.647 billion is for local assistance.  The budget affirms the Department’s commitment to address the public health needs of Californians.

PROGRAMMATIC ADJUSTMENTS

The specific adjustments listed below reflect the major budgetary changes since the introduction of the 2008-09 Budget Act.  The major changes include Budget Change Proposals and November Estimates.  
I.  Center for Chronic Disease Prevention and Health Promotion
The Center for Chronic Disease Prevention and Health Promotion comprises the Division of Chronic Disease and Injury Control and the Division of Environmental and Occupational Disease Control. The Center administers programs that address the prevention and control of chronic diseases including cancer, cardiovascular diseases, diabetes; the prevention and control of injuries; and, the prevention and control of environmental and occupational diseases. Major budget adjustments included:
Occupational Lead Poisoning Prevention: Replace Contract Positions with State Positions

This Budget Change Proposal converts nine contract positions to permanent State positions in order to meet Occupational Lead Poisoning Prevention mandates.  This program contains no General Fund and is funded from the Occupational Lead Poisoning Prevention Account, which is a fee-based fund.  This contract conversion will save approximately $25,000 in annual direct costs. 
California Tobacco Control Program: One-Time Budget Augmentation

This Budget Change Proposal appropriates Proposition 99 Health Education Account, reserve funds for use by the California Tobacco Control Program.  It will provide a one time augmentation of $4.5 million to increase the reach and intensity of the media campaign.  Additionally, a one-time augmentation of $2.3 million will fund competitive grants addressing tobacco control interventions for priority populations.  Interventions include reducing the exposure to secondhand smoke, tobacco products sampling, and cessation training and technical assistance services.

II. Center for Environmental Health

The Center for Environmental Health comprises the Division of Food Drug and Radiation Safety and the Division of Drinking Water and Environmental Management. The Center administers programs that protect the public from unsafe drinking water; regulate the generation, handling, and disposal of medical waste; oversees the disposal of low-level radioactive waste; and protects and manages food, drug, medical device, and radiation sources. Limited-Term Position Renewal for Proposition 84 Program

This Budget Change Proposal renews 16.5 two year limited-term positions under Proposition 84, a water bond measure, known as the Safe Drinking Water, Water Quality and Supply, Flood Control, River and Coastal Protection Bond Act of 2006. This bond measure provides for $300 million of funding to the CDPH to address water quality issues. The expiring limited-term positions are comprised of engineering, scientific, and administrative staff and are funded by the Safe Drinking Water, Water Quality and Supply, Flood Control, River and Coastal Protection Fund of 2006.

Limited-Term Position Renewal for Proposition 50

This Budget Change Proposal renews 7.0 two year limited-term positions due to expire on June 30, 2009. These positions were established to support the delivery of Proposition 50, the Water Security, Clean Drinking Water, Coastal and Beach Protection Act of 2002. These positions are funded by the Water Security, Clean Drinking Water, Coastal and Beach Protection Fund of 2002.
Division of Drinking Water and Environmental Management 

Technical Changes - Safe Drinking Water State Revolving Fund

This change represents proposed Budget Bill Language that will reintroduce transfer authority by the State Controller’s Office of Federal Funds to the various set-aside accounts. This will impact the following funds: Public Water System, Safe Drinking Water State Revolving Fund, Administration Account, Water System Reliability Account, Small System Technical Assistance Account.

Water Quality, Flood Control, Water Storage, and Wildlife Preservation –

This proposal provides limited-term position and expenditure authority to address the requirements of Senate Bill (SB) X2 1 (Perata, Chapter 1, Statutes of 2008).  SB X2 1 requires the integration of flood protection and water systems to achieve multiple benefits and to make a portion of the funds authorized by Proposition 84 bond measure available immediately to CDPH and Department of Water Resources.
Special Fund Adjustments – Water Security, Clean Drinking Water, Coastal and Beach Protection Fund of 2002 (Proposition 50)

This is a technical adjustment to the Water Security, Clean Drinking Water, Coastal and Beach Protection Fund of 2002 (Proposition 50) to meet the program’s estimated needs for 2009-10 and clean up prior years appropriations.  The Resources Agency, which has budget oversight for all Departments expending funds from Proposition 50, has informed Finance that the Department will have reached its allowable budget appropriation authority of $485 million in 2009-10.  The cumulative appropriation authority process is not well suited for the long-term funding agreements the Department has with public water systems, as projects frequently take up to five years to reach completion.  This does not align itself with project encumbrances and expenditures under normal Budget Act appropriation.  A 2009-10 Spring Finance Letter will address this issue after an assessment of the available reserve and current project commitments. 
III. Center for Family Health

The Center for Family Health is comprised of the Genetic Disease Screening Program (GDSP); Maternal, Child and Adolescent Health (MCAH) Program; Office of Family Planning (OFP) and the Women, Infants and Children (WIC) Supplemental Nutrition Program. Major budget adjustments included:
Genetic Disease Screening Program

The Genetic Disease Screening Program provides screening of all newborns and pregnant women for genetic and congenital disorders that are preventable or remediable by early intervention. The November Estimate includes adjustments in caseload, associated expenditures and revenue in the Genetic Disease Testing Fund resulting in a net reduction of $4.8 million. This adjustment will restructure the budget to transfer $94.733 million in program costs from State Operations to Local Assistance.  State Operations will continue in the current budget item and the program costs will be moved to a newly created item, 4265-111-0203.

This adjustment reduces expenditure authority for the Birth Defects Monitoring Program Fund. The revenues in the fund are not sufficient to maintain authorized expenditure levels. $10 of the fee charged for each screening provided through the Genetic Disease Prenatal Screening program are directed to the Birth Defects Monitoring Fund.   Revenues for this fund have declined due to decreases in Genetic Disease Prenatal Screening caseload. It is expected that caseload will increase following the program’s expansion in April 2009, bringing the prenatal program up to current medical standards. Once revenues increase, it will be necessary to increase appropriation authority. 

IV. Center for Health Care Quality

The Center for Health Care Quality comprises Licensing and Certification and Laboratory Field Services. The Center regulates the quality of care in public and private health facilities, clinics, and agencies; licenses nursing home administrators; certifies home health aides, certified nurse assistants, and other direct care staff; and licenses and inspects laboratory facilities and licenses laboratory personnel. Major budget adjustments included:
Quality Improvement Activities within the Licensing and Certification Program

Funding for these contracts would come from accumulated moneys paid into the Licensing and Certification Program Fund from civil penalties imposed against hospitals for non compliance with Senate

SB 891 - Elective Percutaneous Coronary Intervention Pilot Project

This proposal provides contract funding to support the Licensing and Certification activities associated with the Elective Percutaneous Coronary Intervention Pilot Program established by the implementation of Chapter 295, Statutes of 2008 (SB 891, Correa). SB 891 allows hospitals that are equipped with cardiac catheterization laboratory service and not equipped with cardiac surgery services to perform elective percutaneous coronary intervention procedures under limited circumstances.

Current year adjustments are necessary for the Nursing Home Administrator’s State License Examining Fund. Revenues for this fund are not sufficient to maintain authorized expenditure levels. The Nursing Home Administrator Program will redirect activities that are general to Licensing and Certification to the State Department of Public Health Licensing and Certification Program Fund (L&C Fund). The Licensing and Certification program has identified specific activities performed in the Nursing Home Administrator Program that are characterized as general workload, therefore these activities will be charged to the L&C Fund.  
V. Center for Infectious Disease

The Center for Infectious Disease comprises the Division of Communicable Disease Control and the Office of AIDS. The Center oversees the investigation, prevention, and control of infectious diseases and the assessment, prevention, and interruption of the transmission of HIV and the provision of services to HIV-infected Californians. Major budget adjustments included:

Health Information and Strategic Planning disburses and monitors funds to counties for hospital, physician, and related health services; and coordinates and oversees the collection, management, and dissemination of public health and vital records data.

The Public Health Emergency Preparedness program coordinates preparedness and response activities across CDPH for all public health emergencies, including natural disasters, acts of terrorism, and pandemic diseases. The program plans and supports surge capacity in medical care and public health systems to meet needs during emergencies. The program administers federal and state funds that support CDPH's emergency preparedness activities. Major budget adjustments included:
