ANALYSIS

Describe the provisions of the bill and how they affect your agency (from a factual, positive, or negative aspect).

Use a bullet format and cover every relevant aspect of the bill.

If the bill is extensive and only a few sections impact your agency, you may state that your analysis only addresses those sections that impact your agency (i.e. Omnibus bill, code cleanup).  

State how existing law, policy and practice would change if this bill were enacted and if this would be an improvement over existing activities or a detriment.

Discuss applicable existing state and federal law.  The law should be described in non-technical, non-legal language for the reader who may be unfamiliar with your agency, or the subject matter.  Specific code sections may be cited.

Does the problem addressed by the bill actually exist, and, if so, would the bill resolve the problem?  

Is legislation necessary to solve the problem or could the problem be resolved by other means such as administrative or regulatory action?  What are other alternatives?

If possible, provide examples of how this bill would help or harm your agency’s objectives.

Use supporting facts and statistics to support your analysis (i.e. 200 fish tanks affected by the bill).

State any inconsistencies, or misinterpretations.

Generally the most important topics are mentioned first.

In addition to the statutory changes, mention legislative intent, uncodified law, appropriations and, controlling language.

You may discuss one section of the bill and then how that section would affect your agency.  Conversely, you can discuss all the sections of the bill and then comment on how your agency would be affected by those sections.  Choose the method that is easiest for the reader to understand. 

LEGISLATIVE HISTORY

Discuss similar legislation from past legislative sessions and the result of those bills and how it relates to the current measure.  When describing legislation that did not pass, use the following format: bill number, author, and year.  If the bill became law, 

state the bill, author, chapter number and year.  Mention the Governor’s veto messages of previous legislation, if applicable.  Describe the location of current bills or the outcome of past years’ bills.

PROGRAM BACKGROUND

General discussion of the issue and definition of terms.

Describe program history and administrative actions.

Discuss current policy and practice in the subject area.  Provide as much quantified information as possible that defines the scope of your agency’s current activities and provides a base for measuring the change the bill would cause.

Include information on any administrative action that is related to the bill, including reports, regulations, and specific administrative action.

OTHER STATES' INFORMATION

If possible and applicable, describe how other states or government entities handle this problem and any pertinent history of these activities.  The information can be tailored to compare California to other similar states (i.e., Oregon and Washington have similar beach erosion programs as proposed by this bill).

FISCAL IMPACT

Provide a summary of any costs, revenues, or appropriations contained in the bill, including the specific funding source.  Discuss any costs or savings (three fiscal years) to your agency in personnel years and dollars and any impact on current or future budgets.  Assumptions should be included in your fiscal analysis (i.e., 100 personnel hours are required to completed each of the seven environmental audits required by the bill, for a total of .3 PY and $ 40,000) to support your costs or revenue estimates.
