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SUMMARY

This amended bill would prohibit a medical marijuana cooperative, collective, dispensary, operator or provider from being located within 600-foot radius of a school and/or residential zone. This bill would also impose a state-mandated local program.
ANALYSIS

Not in scope of responsibility  --  The California Department of Public Health administers the Medical Identification Card (MMIC) program only. CDPH does not maintain any jurisdiction or authority over enforcing regulations for cooperatives, collectives or dispensaries. These establishments are licensed through local city or county business ordinances and the regulatory authority lies with the California Office of the Attorney General. 
BDO, then include a sentence on why the other organization is appropriate to comment on 

the bill and always check with the organization you are deferring to before finalizing the short-form.

Not appropriate at this time  -- An explanation as to why an analysis is not required at this time should be stated (ie, spot bill, bill failed passage in committee, or author has dropped bill, etc.).

MajorAmendment -- This would be appropriate ONLY in cases where a major amendment does not change the previously recommended or approved position submitted by the BDO.  If the position or any significant information under the bill analysis headings change, a new analysis is required.  An example would be an OUA position with five requested amendments and the author has fixed one issue, but not the other four. A short discussion of the major amendment should also be included.

Minor/TechnicalAmendment -- This would be appropriate if the amendment is minor/technical and does not change the previously recommended or approved position submitted by the BDO.  If the position changes, a new analysis is required.  If a minor/technical amendment is made to the bill, an explanation should be included as to why it does not change the program, policies, or laws of  the BDO or why it does not change the previously recommended or approved position submitted by the BDO. A short discussion of the minor/technical amendment should also be included.
