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The Vehicle Occupant Safety Program (VOSP) is pleased to provide you with a number of    new educational resources to help launch your events for National Child Passenger Safety (CPS) Week, starting on September 18, 2011, and ending with Seat Check Saturday on              September 24, 2011.  For example, your packet includes a new National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) poster that highlights its recently released car seat recommendations for children (in English and Spanish).  As you may know, the recommendations include:  

· Select a car seat based on your child’s age and size, and choose a seat that fits in your vehicle and use it every time. 
· Always refer to your specific car seat manufacturer’s instructions; read the vehicle owner’s manual on how to install the car seat using the seat belt or LATCH system; and check height and weight limits. 
· To maximize safety, keep your child in the car seat for as long as possible, as long as the child fits within the manufacturer’s height and weight requirements. 
· Keep your child in the back seat at least through age 12.
We have also included at least two copies of the recently revised LATCH Manual for local CPS technicians to use at check up events and fitting stations, as well as three sets of Safe Ride News Fact Sheets entitled "Car Safety for Growing Babies and Toddlers From 4 to 24 Months," "Meeting the Car Seat Challenge, Keeping Toddlers and Preschoolers Safe and Happy," "Boosters for Big Kids, Protecting School-Age Children" in English and Spanish.  We have a limited additional supply of these materials so please contact us if you can use more.
