How to participate 

· Webinar Registration: https://attendee.gotowebinar.com/register/5681830053205277185 Click on the “Register” and subsequently log on to the webinar via your computer.  
· For Phone participation, use the Audio number provided on the webinar registration.  
· This is a new “415” area code number.  
· You will uniquely identified by the organizer (CDPH, Kristin Haukom/Kate Bernacki) and then sent your own unique Audio PIN code.  
· Follow the instructions to press #the number and # again to then be linked to the audio portion.  
· Once you input your audio code CDPH/Kristin/Kate still needs to “unmute” you on their end.  
We are trying to shorten this process but for now, this is the procedure.  Please plan on getting on the line as early as 9:30am to give us plenty of time to make this work.  Alternatively, if you are muted for any reason, you can always ask a question via the “question” or raise your hand, or “chat” bar in the webinar.  We may use this method if individually unmuting everyone is too cumbersome. 
Please help prevent interference on the phone line by following these instructions:

1. Call from a quiet location.

2. Put your phone on “mute” until you want to contribute to the call.  If you don’t have a mute button, check the booklet that came with your phone or call the manufacturer for instructions.  If you cannot mute your phone this way, call your telephone service provider and ask for the “mute” code. 

3. NEVER put the call on HOLD.  If you must temporarily leave, hang up & call back.
