	The purpose of this Request for Application (RFA) is to solicit applications to fund community-based and community driven programs to address the problems of teen and unintended pregnancy through prevention and health education activities, along with linkages to family planning services and reproductive health care.  

	
	

	Program
	The Community Challenge Grant (CCG) Program was enacted in 1996 (California Welfare and Institutions (W&I) Code Section 18993-18993.9), and in 2003, was placed in the Office of Family Planning (OFP), a division within the Center for Family Health, California Department of Public Health (W&I Code Section 14504.1), and is administered by the Teen Pregnancy Prevention Program.

	
	

	Program Goals
	The goals of the CCG Program are:

· To reduce the number of teenage pregnancies and teenage single parents.

· To promote responsible parenting and the involvement of the biological father in the economic, social, and emotional support of his children.

	
	

	Funding Period 
	July 1, 2011 through June 30, 2016. 

	
	

	Funding Amount
	Approximately $18 million per year in grant funds for CCG Projects.  Grant awards will be funded up to $250,000 per fiscal year, with a range of $100,000 (minimum) to $250,000 (maximum) per grant award.  In the event that there are more applicants who qualify for funding than there is available funding, funding awards will be reduced by the same percentage for all awardees in order to reconcile total funds awarded to total funds available for award.  Appropriations for CCG funding are subject to annual Budget Act approval and are subject to modification or elimination.
