COMMUNITY MATCH REQUIREMENTS


In an effort to support the Community Challenge Grant (CCG) Program’s community driven philosophy, CCG funded Grantees are mandated by Welfare and Institutions Code, Section 18993.6
 to match a portion of their grant award with either dollar or measurable in-kind contributions.  The purpose of the match requirement is to assist Grantees in developing community collaboration and to secure on-going commitment and support from community agencies and businesses.
The match should be supplemental to the grant award, and support the objectives of the CCG Program. The match must not come from governmental sources (directly drawn from Local, County, State and/or Federal governmental funds) and must not include agency’s discretionary funds.  All funds must come from non-governmental sources such as private local businesses, foundations, community groups, and individuals.  The contribution must be documented appropriately.
CCG Grantees shall provide the following match

· Not less than 10 percent for the first year of the grant;
· Not less than 15 percent for the second year of the grant; and,
· Not less than 20 percent for the third year through the end of the grant term.
Types of Match
· Dollar -- monetary contributions for project-related costs in support of the goals, objectives and activities of the CCG program.  
· In-kind Contribution -- non-monetary resources and services donated/contributed by private businesses, agencies and/or individuals to assist the CCG program in carrying out and/or supporting its goals, objectives, and activities.  
Examples of Acceptable Match Contributions
· Grants from Private Foundations

· Promotional and incentive items for the participants such as the following:
· Pens/pencils
· Tee-shirts
· Music compact discs (CDs)
· DVDs & Video Cassettes  
· Award Plaques, Trophies, etc.
· Movie Passes
· Gift Certificates 

· Office Equipment
· Office supplies
· Educational materials/tools
· Workshop or classroom materials
· Office and/or meeting space
· Food Items
· Transportation costs provided to participants
· TV or radio public service announcements (PSAs)
· Placement of advertisement/billboard advertisement
· Volunteers – who are defined as individuals who give their time, talent, and ability in supporting the program without receiving any wages/salary for their “volunteer time” 

· In-kind staff services performed by someone whose position is not paid by government funds
Examples of Unacceptable Match Contributions
· Using funds or resources paid by governmental sources
· Using “volunteers” who are being compensated by an employer during the time they are “volunteering”
· Space donated to be used to hold classes and/or activities in a facility receiving government funds
· Using existing direct or indirect costs already allocated in the CCG program budget, such as CCG staff services, rental space, etc.
· Any hours worked by a Full Time Equivalent (FTE) CCG program staff/employee.
Examples of Recommended Documentation 

· A letter from the donor to the Grantee listing the donated items, in addition to either the total value or assigned value of each item
· A letter from the Grantee to the donor, acknowledging the receipt of donated items with the total assigned value of each item (if applicable, the letter should state if the donation is a qualified tax deduction)
· Grantees must maintain all supporting documentations of contributions in their file for audit purposes
