CSHE Compliance Plan with Publicly Funded Schools

In accordance with California’s Sexual Health Education Accountability Act of 2008 (Health and Safety Code Sections 151000-151003), state-funded programs providing sexual health education in public schools are required to state how their instruction fits into the school’s overall plan to comply with the California Comprehensive Sexual Health and HIV/AIDS Prevention Education Act (Education Code Sections 51930-51939).

· Health & Safety Code Sections 151000-151003 requires that state-funded sexual health education programs conducted by an outside agency at a publicly funded school shall comply with the requirements of Education Code Section 51934 if the program addresses HIV/AIDS and shall comply with Education Code Section 51933 if the program addresses pregnancy prevention and sexually transmitted diseases other than HIV/AIDS. In addition, sexual health education programs must satisfy all requirements described in Health and Safety Code Sections 151002.

· Education Code Section 51933 authorizes the instruction of comprehensive sexual health education in the California Public School System. 

· Education Code Section 51934 requires students in public schools grades seven through twelve receive HIV/AIDS prevention instruction once during middle school and once during high school.   NOTE: During HIV/AIDS instruction, if information on other forms of contraception (besides condoms) and other STIs are presented that cannot exclusively relate back to HIV/AIDS, then schools are considered to be providing comprehensive sexual health education and must comply with all requirements in Education Code 51933.  

Instructions for Completion:

1. Enter the names of the schools that will receive training from Community Challenge Grant grantees.

2. Enter the name of the school district.  One form can be used for all schools in one district.

3. Enter the name and title of the school representative completing the document.  This can be the principal, superintendent, or other authorized person.

4. Enter the name of the Community Challenge Grant agency and grant number that will provide the training.

5. Enter the date the compliance plan was completed.

6. Have the school representative initial each code section requirement that will be fulfilled.
7. Have the school representative sign page 2 header of the completed compliance plan.

8. Include the compliance plan with the workplan, after the grant has been awarded.

	Inclusive and Culturally Appropriate Materials
	EC 51933 (b)  (3) Instruction shall be made available on an equal basis to a pupil who is an English learner, consistent with the existing curriculum and alternative options for an English learner pupil as otherwise provided in this code.
(4) Instruction and materials shall be appropriate for use with pupils of all races, genders, sexual orientations, ethnic and cultural backgrounds, and pupils with disabilities.
HSC 151002(a) Every sexual health education program shall satisfy all of the following requirements:

(4) The program shall be culturally and linguistically appropriate

	EC 51933(b) A school district that elects to offer comprehensive sexual health education pursuant to subdivision (a), whether taught by school district personnel or outside consultants, shall satisfy all

of the following criteria:

	Abstinence
	EC 51933 (b) A school district that elects to offer comprehensive sexual health education pursuant to subdivision (a), whether taught by school district personnel or outside consultants, shall satisfy all

of the following criteria:

(8) Commencing in grade 7, instruction and materials shall teach that abstinence from sexual intercourse is the only certain way to prevent unintended pregnancy, teach that abstinence from sexual activity is the only certain way to prevent sexually transmitted diseases, and provide information about the value of abstinence while also providing medically accurate information on other methods of preventing pregnancy and sexually transmitted diseases.

EC 51934 (b) HIV/AIDS prevention education, whether taught by school district personnel or outside consultants, shall satisfy all of the criteria set forth in paragraphs (1) to (6), inclusive, of

subdivision (b) and paragraphs (1) and (2) of subdivision (d) of Section 51933, shall accurately reflect the latest information and recommendations from the United States Surgeon General, the federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, and the National Academy of Sciences, and shall include the following:

(3) Discussion of methods to reduce the risk of HIV infection. This instruction shall emphasize that sexual abstinence, monogamy, the avoidance of multiple sexual partners, and abstinence from intravenous drug use are the most effective means for HIV/AIDS prevention, but shall also include statistics based upon the latest

medical information citing the success and failure rates of condoms and other contraceptives in preventing sexually transmitted HIV infection, as well as information on other methods that may reduce

the risk of HIV transmission from intravenous drug use.

HSC 151002 (a) Every sexual health education program shall satisfy all of the following requirements:

(7) The program shall provide information about the effectiveness and safety of at least one or more drug or device approved by the federal Food and Drug Administration for preventing pregnancy and for reducing the risk of contracting sexually transmitted diseases.

HSC 151002 (b) A sexual health education program that is directed at minors shall comply with all of the criteria in subdivision (a) and shall also comply with both the following requirements:

(1) It shall include information that the only certain way to prevent pregnancy is to abstain from sexual intercourse, and that the only certain way to prevent sexually transmitted diseases is to abstain from activities that have been proven to transmit sexually

transmitted diseases.

NOTE: For the purposes of CCG-grantee funding, OFP does not support abstinence-only interventions.

	Sexually Transmitted Diseases including HIV: Transmission, prevention, effectiveness, safety, FDA-Approved methods, Resources, Testing and Social Attitudes
	EC 51933 (b) A school district that elects to offer comprehensive sexual health education pursuant to subdivision (a), whether taught by school district personnel or outside consultants, shall satisfy all

of the following criteria:

(9) Commencing in grade 7, instruction and materials shall provide

information about sexually transmitted diseases.  This instruction

shall include how sexually transmitted diseases are and are not

transmitted, the effectiveness and safety of all federal Food and

Drug Administration (FDA) approved methods of reducing the risk of contracting sexually transmitted diseases, and information on local resources for testing and medical care for sexually transmitted

diseases.

EC 51934 (b) HIV/AIDS prevention education, whether taught by school district personnel or outside consultants, shall satisfy all of the criteria set forth in paragraphs (1) to (6), inclusive, of

subdivision (b) and paragraphs (1) and (2) of subdivision (d) of

Section 51933, shall accurately reflect the latest information and

recommendations from the United States Surgeon General, the federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, and the National Academy of Sciences, and shall include the following:

(1) Information on the nature of HIV/AIDS and its effects on the

human body.

(2) Information on the manner in which HIV is and is not

transmitted, including information on activities that present the

highest risk of HIV infection.

(3) Discussion of methods to reduce the risk of HIV infection.

This instruction shall emphasize that sexual abstinence, monogamy, the avoidance of multiple sexual partners, and abstinence from intravenous drug use are the most effective means for HIV/AIDS prevention, but shall also include statistics based upon the latest medical information citing the success and failure rates of condoms and other contraceptives in preventing sexually transmitted HIV infection, as well as information on other methods that may reduce the risk of HIV transmission from intravenous drug use.

(4) Discussion of the public health issues associated with

HIV/AIDS.

(5) Information on local resources for HIV testing and medical

care.

(7) Discussion about societal views on HIV/AIDS, including

stereotypes and myths regarding persons with HIV/AIDS.  This

instruction shall emphasize compassion for persons living with

HIV/AIDS.

HSC 151002 (a) Every sexual health education program shall satisfy all of the following requirements:

(7) The program shall provide information about the effectiveness

and safety of at least one or more drug or device approved by the

federal Food and Drug Administration for preventing pregnancy and for reducing the risk of contracting sexually transmitted diseases.

	EC 51933 (b) A school district that elects to offer comprehensive sexual health education pursuant to subdivision (a), whether taught by school district personnel or outside consultants, shall satisfy all

of the following criteria:

(10) Commencing in grade 7, instruction and materials shall

provide information about the effectiveness and safety of all

FDA-approved contraceptive methods in preventing pregnancy,

including, but not limited to, emergency contraception.

HSC 151002 (a) Every sexual health education program shall satisfy all of the following requirements:

(7) The program shall provide information about the effectiveness

and safety of at least one or more drug or device approved by the

Federal Food and Drug Administration for preventing pregnancy and for reducing the risk of contracting sexually transmitted diseases.

	EC 51933 (b)  A school district that elects to offer comprehensive sexual health education pursuant to subdivision (a), whether taught by school district personnel or outside consultants, shall satisfy all

of the following criteria:

11) Commencing in grade 7, instruction and materials shall provide pupils with skills for making and implementing responsible decisions about sexuality.

EC 51934 (b) HIV/AIDS prevention education, whether taught by school district personnel or outside consultants, shall satisfy all of the criteria set forth in paragraphs (1) to (6), inclusive, of

subdivision (b) and paragraphs (1) and (2) of subdivision (d) of

Section 51933, shall accurately reflect the latest information and

recommendations from the United States Surgeon General, the federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, and the National Academy of Sciences, and shall include the following:

(6) Development of refusal skills to assist pupils in overcoming

peer pressure and using effective decision making skills to avoid

high-risk activities.

	EC 59133 (b) A school district that elects to offer comprehensive sexual health education pursuant to subdivision (a), whether taught by school district personnel or outside consultants, shall satisfy all

of the following criteria:

(12) Commencing in grade 7, instruction and materials shall provide pupils with information on the law on surrendering physical custody of a minor child 72 hours or younger, pursuant to Section 1255.7 of the Health and Safety Code and Section 271.5 of the Penal Code.

	EC 51933 (d) If a school district elects to offer comprehensive sexual health education pursuant to subdivision (a), whether taught by school district personnel or outside consultants, the school district shall comply with the following:
(1) Instruction and materials may not teach or promote religious

doctrine.

(2) Instruction and materials may not reflect or promote bias

against any person on the basis of any category protected by Section 220.
EC 51934 (b) (b) HIV/AIDS prevention education, whether taught by school district personnel or outside consultants, shall satisfy all of the criteria set forth in paragraphs (1) to (6), inclusive, of

subdivision (b) and paragraphs (1) and (2) of subdivision (d) of

	Trained Instructors
	EC 51931 (e) “Instructors trained in the appropriate courses” means instructors with knowledge of the most recent medically accurate research on human sexuality, pregnancy, and sexually transmitted diseases.
EC 51933 (a) School districts may provide comprehensive sexual health education, consisting of age-appropriate instruction, in any

kindergarten to grade 12, inclusive, using instructors trained in the

appropriate courses.

EC 51934.  (a) A school district shall ensure that all pupils in grades

7 to 12, inclusive, receive HIV/AIDS prevention education from

instructors trained in the appropriate courses.  Each pupil shall

receive this instruction at least once in junior high or middle

school and at least once in high school.
EC 51936.  School districts may contract with outside consultants

with expertise in comprehensive sexual health education or HIV/AIDS prevention education, or both, including those who have developed multilingual curricula or curricula accessible to persons with disabilities, to deliver the instruction or to provide training for

school district personnel.

HSC 151002(a) Every sexual health education program shall satisfy all of the following requirements:

(2) Individuals providing instruction or information shall know

and use the most current scientific data on human sexuality, human

development, pregnancy, and sexually transmitted diseases.

	Parental Notification
	EC 51937, 51938

Parents must be notified by the school at the beginning of the school year about planned comprehensive sexual education and HIV/AIDS prevention, be given an opportunity to review materials, and be given the opportunity to request in writing that their child not participate in the program (passive consent process).

Parents must be notified of any planned research or evaluation tools to measure students’ health behavior, activities, and attitudes. Parents must be given the opportunity to review the research tools.  Parents of students in grades 7-12 must be given the opportunity to request in writing that their child not participate (passive consent process). For students in the 6th grade or younger, parents must give written consent prior to their children’s participation (active consent process.) This provision facilitates the collection of data needed by researchers to evaluate the effectiveness of the sex education and other teen pregnancy prevention efforts.  Related to evaluation, the law permits schools to administer anonymous, voluntary, confidential, age appropriate surveys or questionnaires in which students are asked about their health risk behavior, including sexual activities and attitudes.

	Compliance with requirements of California Comprehensive Sexual Health and HIV/AIDS Prevention Education Act by Publicly Funded Schools
	HSC 151002 (e) If the program is conducted by an outside agency at a publicly funded school, the applicant shall indicate in writing how the program fits in with the school's plan to comply fully with the requirements of the California Comprehensive Sexual Health and HIV/AIDS Prevention Education Act, Chapter 5.6 (commencing with Section 51930) of the Education Code. Notwithstanding Section 47610 of the Education Code, "publicly funded school" includes a charter school for the purposes of this subdivision.
