	Confidentiality
	· Complete privacy for clients

· Nondisclosure of identity, without permission by client

	Access to care
	· No cost to eligible clients

· Timely appointments available
· On-site distribution of most contraceptive methods, supplies, medications and lab tests.

· Referrals to other medical and psychosocial services available (costs may vary if non-FPACT related)

	Clinical and preventative services provided at no-cost


	· All FPACT-approved family planning methods, including contraceptive methods, are available (on-site)
· Freedom of choice for which method will work for the client (education & counseling provided)

· Screening, testing and treatment for STIs provided

· Pap smears provided 

· Clients may decline a physical exam

· No physical exam is required for contraceptive services
