MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT
SOUTH PARK LOCAL ACTION TEAM 

and the

FAMILY PACT PROVIDER OF BABYLON
South Park Local Action Team (SPLAT) and the Family PACT Provider of Babylon (FPPB) are concerned about the increasing rate of teen pregnancy in the City of Babylon.  Both parties are aware that the lack of access to clinical services is prevalent among local youth.  

SPLAT and FPPB have agreed to enter into a partnership, formalized by this Memorandum of Agreement (MOA).  The agencies in this partnership agreement seek to reduce the incidence of teenage pregnancy in the City of Babylon. The partnership intends to accomplish three primary objectives: increase knowledge among youth in Babylon regarding reproductive health care for adolescents; increase youth’s awareness of clinical services available to them, primarily through Medi-Cal and the Family PACT program; and increase youth access to reproductive health care services.

In order to achieve these objectives, SPLAT and FPPB agree to perform the following roles and responsibilities:  

SPLAT will: 

1. Provide health education programs in various high schools and community based locations in the City of Babylon, focusing on reproductive health care topics relevant to adolescents.

2. Conduct assessments of reproductive health care needs, utilizing the information to enhance services for youth at the FPPB clinic. 

3. Provide coordination of the partnership efforts through its state funded teen pregnancy prevention program.

4. Allocate $2,000 of its incentive budget to increase youth access of clinical services at the FPPB clinic.

5. Develop and distribute informational flyers and other promotional material that include information about the FPPB clinic services including hours and special services for adolescents.

6. Designate the CCG project Coordinator as the primary contact person for the partnership activities.

7. Facilitate and coordinate monthly meetings with the FPPB Clinic Manager to plan action, address issues and coordinate partnership efforts.

FPPB will:

1. Designate the Clinic Manager as the primary contact person for the partnership activities.

2. Participate in monthly meetings with the SPLAT CCG Coordinator to plan action, address issues and coordinate partnership efforts.

3. Provide reproductive health care services to youth referred by SPLAT, enrolling youth in the Family PACT program or Medi-Cal depending on their eligibility status. 

4. Collaborate with SPLAT in the development of outreach materials, and other promotional activities and special services including teen focused services at the FPPB clinic. 

This Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) is effective on the date that it is signed by both parties.  
Both parties are represented in this agreement by their Executive Directors, who have the Board of Director’s authority to enter into this partnership.

The agreement may be terminated for any reason, at any time.  Partners agree to notify the partner by email at least 15 days before the termination date.
