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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

SOUTH PARK LOCAL ACTION TEAM 

and the

FAMILY PACT PROVIDER OF BABYLON
I. PURPOSE 

South Park Local Action Team (SPLAT) and the Family PACT Provider of Babylon (FPPB) are concerned about the increasing rate of teen pregnancy in the City of Babylon.  Despite the national and statewide trend that shows a declining rate, Babylon’s rate has increased in the last two years consistently.  Both parties are aware that the lack of access to clinical services is prevalent among local youth.   

Therefore, wherever possible and mutually beneficial, the SPLAT and PPPB will seek to collaborate on outreach and marketing, referrals and the provision of clinical services to referred teens.  This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) sets forth the basic principles and guidelines under which the parties will work together to accomplish the goals of increasing access to Family PACT services by youth in Babylon.  

II.  
AUTHORITY 
Both parties are represented in this agreement by their Executive Directors, who have the Board of Director’s authority to enter into this partnership.

III.
IMPLEMENTATION OF AGREEMENT 

(a) It is agreed that a representative from each agency will participate in a planning process to increase opportunity for cooperative and effective services.  The TPP Agency will be represented by the Project Coordinator and the Family PACT agency will be represented by a Clinic Manager. 

 (b) The managers shall meet on a regular basis to discuss and direct activities conducted under the MOU.
(c) The parties share a common interest in improving the referral process and reproductive health care delivery systems to increase the availability and accessibility of services among adolescents in Babylon.  

(d) Costs associated with the participation of the SPLAT and FPPB shall be subject to the availability of appropriated funds and designated personnel of each party, or the approval of other sources of funding.  
(e) Costs association with participation by SPLAT including as personnel in charge of coordinating outreach and referrals, promotional and referral materials, community based education to support the effort and other related costs will be provided through SPLAT.  Costs association with participation by FPPB including clinical services, laboratory, health care supplies, facilities and other related costs will be provided through FPPB. 
(f) The managers shall seek to resolve any dispute concerning the MOU through good-faith discussions.
(g) The managers will work towards developing consensus on the scope of services and participation; anticipated outcomes; roles and responsibilities and any appropriate and necessary aspects of mutual activities. 

IV.  EFFECTIVE DATE 

This MOU is effective upon signature of the parties and will remain in effect unless and until terminated as provided under Article VI. 

V.  AMENDMENTS 

This MOU may be modified or amended by written agreement among the parties hereto.   Additionally, any terms or conditions involving SPLAT and FPPB not stated in this MOU but expressly agreed to in a future MOU signed by both parties is considered integrated into this MOU. 

VI.  TERMINATION 

This MOU will expire sixty (60) months from the date of execution unless renewed by mutual agreement of the parties.  This MOU may be terminated at any time by mutual agreement of both parties.  Expiration or termination would affect only pursuit of new projects under the MOU.  Projects under way will be governed by the specific individual agreements anticipated above.
