 Subcontract Amount: $30,000
In this Subcontractor Agreement, South Park Local Action Team (SPLAT) is entering into an agreement with Adolescents Reuniting Friends and Families (ARFF) in relation to the SPLAT Male Involvement Program.  In this agreement, SPLAT is the Lead Agency and ARFF is the Subcontractor.   Both agencies intend to work together toward the mutual goal of meeting a specific objective of SPLAT’s Male Involvement Program (MIP).  Objective 2 in the SPLAT MIP Workplan for 2005-2006 is comprised of a Train the Trainer strategy, aimed at preventing and/or reducing teen pregnancy in the city of Babylon by increasing the capacity of teachers and other adults who work with youth.  The strategy targets youth serving professionals and other adults who serve youth ages 11 - 18.  Each agency agrees to coordinate the following activities:
South Park Local Action Team will:
1. Provide a representative(s) from SPLAT that will participate in the project meetings.  

2. Provide relevant information to assist ARFF in developing recruitment plans and incentives to ensure maximum participation in classes.

3. Chair the monthly meetings of the Partnership and monitor progress toward objectives. 

4. Participate in planning for improvement of and coordination of services being offered. 

5. Share information on lessons learned and other issues that will strengthen the partnership.

6. Provide reimbursements of ARFF expenses incurred during the implementation of Objective 2 of the MIP Workplan, based on monthly invoices submitted by ARFF.  
Adolescents Reuniting Friends and Families will:

1. Develop and implement an assessment of needs and training plan for youth serving professionals and other adults who work with/serve youth.

2. Provide up to four trainings during the fiscal year, with topics relevant to teen pregnancy prevention, research based information on effective strategies in teen pregnancy prevention, and the needs of youth serving professionals and other adults. 

3. Develop and implement evaluation tools, in coordination with the local evaluator for the project. Assist the local evaluator in data collection pertinent to Objective 2.  
4. Attend meetings every other month to discuss training plans and review training provided.

5. Assist with the review of quarterly reports as it relates to the training objective. 

SPLAT and ARFF agree that each party has the right to terminate this agreement with a 15-day notice by electronic mail or post office mail.
