As many of you have heard, the California Department of Social Services (CDSS) recently announced the new name for the Food Stamp Program (FSP).  Known as CalFresh, the name represents a new era for this important food assistance program.  
A formal announcement was made by Kimberly Belshé, Secretary of Health and Human Services, at the Modern House Call, an event sponsored by First Lady Maria Shriver in Los Angeles County on October 22-24, 2010.  
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The name Calfresh highlights California, allowing stakeholders to fesl connected to or even a sense of
ownership over the program. “Fresh” evokes both the healthy fruits, vegstables and other nutritious foods the
program recommends, but also a freshness to the program and brand, itself. The logo is a modern, abstract
image that brings to mind bright fruits or vegetables, while conveying the notion of growth. Our new brand
design is a bright and sunny visual with a concise and effective tagline “Bstter Food for Bstter Living”, that
constantly reminds us of the overall goal of the foodstamps assistance program, and of our commitment to
the program.

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CDSS conducted months of formative research and creative exploration to develop a name and logo that would capture the essence of a successful food assistance program: accessibility, simplicity, freshness/modernity, and empowerment.  Ultimately, the name and slogan -- “CalFresh – Better Food for Better Living” – were chosen because they “encourage you to eat fresh food” and they represent a healthy lifestyle and a fresh new program.  The name is identifiable with California and aligns with other state names for federal programs such as CalWORKS for the Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) and Healthy Families for State Children’s Health Insurance Program (S-CHIP).  CDSS joins many other states in giving the United States Department of Agriculture’s (USDA) Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) a proprietary name that conveys a positive state identity.
All Network-funded partners are being asked to promote CalFresh to Network audiences.  You will be receiving the following resource tools to help with this exciting rollout:
1) CalFresh logo in English and Spanish

2) New USDA funding/acknowledgment statement incorporating the name CalFresh

3) CalFresh Backgrounder

4) CalFresh Frequently Asked Questions 

5) CalFresh Talking Points for use when addressing low-income target audiences

6) CalFresh Style Guide (coming soon)
7) CalFresh PowerPoint for presentations to intermediaries 
8) CalFresh Flyer
Other materials for the CalFresh rollout will include brochures, posters, stickers, bookmarks, web banners, retail slicks, and more as funding becomes available over the coming year.  Files will be available for currently-planned events at http://www.cdph.ca.gov/programs/cpns/Pages/FoodStampOutreach.aspx.

It is important for the Network to transition to the new name during FFY 2011.  This transition requires that all new materials acknowledge CalFresh and be branded when possible with the CalFresh logo.  Also, we will incorporate new titles and language:

1) Food Stamp Outreach will be known as CalFresh Outreach
2) Food Stamp Program will be known as CalFresh 

3) Food Stamp benefits will be known as CalFresh 
Nationally, the program will continue to be known as SNAP and nutrition education will be known as SNAP-Ed.  Whenever possible, existing print materials should have a CalFresh logo sticker and newly printed materials that used the reference to Food Stamps should replace it with CalFresh (specifics on the new acknowledgement statement criteria is provided below).
