Enough to Eat (ETE) - The Food Bank's umbrella program provides food to 70 nonprofit agencies throughout Yolo County, including shelters, soup kitchens, schools, and food pantries. Food for this program comes from a variety of sources, including manufacturers, retailers and food drives.
