Job Purpose

Conduct nutrition education activities directly with the eligible low-income target audience in support of the Latino Campaign, African American Campaign, and Retail Program. Conduct food demonstrations, festival and farmers’/flea market interventions, and other consumer educational activities.   

MAJOR DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES


	· Campaign/Program Implementation:

· Participates in training to learn to conduct high quality nutrition and physical activity intervention activities with low-income consumers

	· Assists campaign/program managers and assistants with logistical preparation for food demonstrations, festivals, and farmers’/flea market events  

	· Sets up and/or cleans up equipment and materials for community event activities 

	· Ensures that intervention materials are available and transported to community venues

	· Conducts high-quality, interactive activities with low-income consumers at health fairs, farmers’/flea markets, festivals, cultural events, and retail food demonstrations 

	· Plans, prepares for, and conducts food demonstrations, including obtaining recipe ingredients, prepping ingredients, and conducting on-site food demonstrations (food safety certification required for community health leaders conducting food demonstrations) 

	· Leads low-income consumers in physical activity demonstration activities at events

	· Provides consumers with basic nutrition education and Network nutrition education messages



	· Campaign/Program Administration
· Completes required paperwork and evaluations to ensure appropriate tracking and reporting of activities

	· As needed, administers brief consumer surveys during interventions


REQUIRED LICENSES, CERTIFICATES, ETC.

	· Food safety certification (ServSafe or similar) may be required

	· Valid California driver’s license may be required

· English/Spanish bilingual language skills may be required, depending upon campaign/program
