CX3 Tier 2 – NA1 Store Environment - Safety & Walkability Instructions
Low income neighborhoods are safe (e.g., low crime rates/police presence, lighting, stray dogs) and the sidewalks and crosswalks are in good condition.


Walkability Audit:

To assess the walkability of your neighborhoods, you will use the CX3 Store Environment Walkability Survey which is a modified version of the Walkability Checklist from the Pedestrian and Bicycle Information Center. 
Park at least two blocks from each store that will be surveyed. Assess the route that leads you to the front entrance of the store or choose another route after a brief driving assessment. You do not need to walk a two block perimeter of the store. Use the walkability checklist on the way to the store during hours when residents are usually shopping. Walk on the other side of the street on the way back to gain a more accurate assessment of walkability.  Having more than one person conduct the audit is best for safety and reliability in data collection.  One person can observe while the other is recording.  Take notes as you approach the store then complete the walkability checklist after your walk back from the store.  Photos from the walk may be helpful in portraying and documenting the area near the store. 

Note on scoring: You may use the number of items checked under each question to derive a rating. However, your overall impressions may also inform your rating. For instance, when rating safety on your walk (Q 5), if you observe only one person loitering or panhandling on your way to and from a store, your rating might be lower than if you observed many loiterers or panhandlers along the way. 

Optional:

If the local law enforcement agency has a website, they may also have a GIS system.  You may be able to obtain data on crimes and types of crimes for the neighborhoods.  Maps and/or reports can be downloaded to assess types of crimes and crime statistics.  Crimes that are most likely to inform neighborhood safety related to obtaining any available healthy food options or physical activity opportunities include crimes against persons (i.e. assault, mugging, etc.), vandalism, or drug related activities.
