ATF Example Entries
The following are examples of activities that may be record on the DB worksheet of the FFY11 ATF.
Example 1
Channel: County Office of Education

Event: HOTM taste test yams @ farmers market

# of participants: 15 (adults and children)

This event can be record in one of two ways.

1) If the taste test occurred for at least 15 minutes, the participants were actively engaged in the taste test and the demographics are collected using the data cards this event will be recorded as direct education.

2) If the taste test was less then 15 minutes long and was more of a brief encounter the data cards would not be used. This would be reported as indirect education.
Example 2
Channel: School District

Event: 30 minute MyPyramid Lesson #2

# of participants: 30 2nd grade students
Even though the data cards will not be used, (the data cards will never be used with activities for students during school), this event is a nutrition education lesson with school children that is at least 15 minutes in length and will be reported as direct education. 

Example 3
Channel:  Health Department/School/COE
Event: Family Fun Fest
# of participants: 150 (parents and children)
Since this is a large event where 1) the participants may not be engaged with the educator for at least 15 minutes and 2) the demographics of 150 people will be unrealistic to collect, this event would be indirect education.

Example 4  

Channel: Health Department

Event: Posted 200 brochures and Network recipes in SNAP office.
Since there is no direct instruction provided to participants, this would be indirect education. For the number of indirect participants the number of materials distributed would be entered; in this example that would be 200.
Example 5
Channel: County Office of Education
Event: Special Education Professional Development

# of participants: 22 staff members
When activities are recorded as direct education, indirect education or social marketing they are for the Network’s target audience (≤185% FPL). Since staff, teachers, and other colleagues are not necessarily part of the target audience none of the activity categories (direct education, indirect education or social marketing) will be selected for staff training/professional development. Instead, use the drop down list from the “Non-Target Population” section to specify the activity. In this example, we would choose “Provider/Staff Training Class” and enter the number of Attendees (in this example we would enter 22) and then click the Add button to add the event to the database (DB).

Example 6
Channel: Health Department

Event: A series of 4 classes on food shopping beginning on October 1 met once per week for 60 minutes at ABC Community Center with the same group of low-income mothers. 
# of participants: 25
Since this event occurred at the same site with the same group of people for the same amount of time per class with the same Main Topic, it can be entered as a batch. Most likely, this event would use the data cards and be reported as direct education. 
The batching entry would be reported as if for one class. Therefore, in this example 60 minutes would be selected for Time, and “series 2-4 sessions” would be selected for Session Format.
The data cards collected from the first class would be entered into the Database Entry screen and the total number of classes conducted with group would be entered in the batching box. In this example, 4 would be entered in the batching box.
The unduplicated count of participants would be 25, however the number of contacts/impressions would be 100 (4x25) which would be calculated on the back-end of the DB.
