Goal #: SNAP-Ed eligible individuals ((185% Federal Poverty Level) will consume the recommended daily amounts of colorful fruits and vegetables and participate in daily physical activity.
Objective #: 

Use this objective for contractors working with youth.

Objective #:  Impact: By July 31 of each year, a sample of school students will report a statistically significant increase in fruit and vegetable consumption and related factors such as access to fruit and vegetables at home and perceived parental consumption. 

Use this objective for contractors working with adults.

Objective #:  Impact: By July 31 of each year, a sample of adults will report a statistically significant increase in fruit and vegetable consumption and possibly perceived benefits of eating fruits and vegetables, perceived control, self-efficacy, readiness to eat more fruit, readiness to eat more vegetables, and perceived diet quality. 

[Note, at a minimum, all contractors working with youth in grades 3-8 must use the Network Youth Survey and those working with students in grades 9-12 must use the Network High School survey. All contractors working with adults much use the Food behavior Checklist or Fruit and Vegetable Checklist to measure consumption. They may also use to the Fruit and Vegetable Inventory which would measure the factors mentioned after the word “possibly”. This term is used for contractors who may decide to use the FV Inventory one year and not in a subsequent year. The activities below fit an objective for both youth and adults.]

Develop an evaluation plan in concert with the PM and Research and Evaluation Unit.  Submit final Impact Evaluation plan, using the Network’s impact evaluation plan template, one month prior to beginning nutrition education activities or November 1st, whichever is sooner. Findings from the current (2009-10) and prior evaluations will be used to refine nutrition education activities and increase rigor of the subsequent (2010-11) evaluation. (Rigor may be enhanced by increasing sample size, adding an income eligible comparison group, or adding a process evaluation component. This could also be satisfied by evaluating another intervention of the SOW if the Network and contractor deem the intervention a success based on results.)

Administer pretests to target audience at intervention sites prior to intervention and posttests afterwards to measure change in consumption and factors related to fruit and vegetable consumption including access and perceived parental consumption. Success will be indicated by a statistically significant increase in fruit and vegetable consumption. Access and perceived parental consumption will be used to help explain change in consumption. A minimum of 50 pre-tests and post-tests will be matched.
