May is Toddler Immunization Month. Toddlers need immunizations to protect against from dangerous diseases. 

Just because your baby is healthy now doesn’t mean they won’t get sick with a vaccine-preventable disease later. Get your child immunized on time, every time.

Only immunizations can prevent diseases like measles, mumps, polio, and chickenpox. 
Choosing to avoid or delay immunizations can lead to disease outbreaks in your community.

Childhood diseases should not be a rite of passage. 

We don’t have to repeat history. Our children don’t have to suffer from vaccine-preventable diseases. Now we have vaccines to protect children from these infectious diseases. 

Vaccine-preventable diseases can be fatal. Prevent diseases by having your children vaccinated. 
Spend the time to get your child immunized. It’s an investment in their health. 

It’s up to you to make sure your child is protected. Ask the doctor at every visit if your child is up-to-date on their immunizations. 

Infants need a series of immunizations by the time they’re 2 years old. Ask the clinic to remind you about your baby’s next appointment. 
Babies need immunizations, to protect against dangerous diseases like measles, whooping cough, and polio. 

Every year, children who are not fully protected against vaccine-preventable diseases become sick, and some of these children die.

You can help keep your child healthy by taking them for immunizations on time, every time.

Keep infants healthy by making sure they’re immunized on time. 
It’s up to everyone in the community to help keep our children protected against vaccine-preventable diseases.

Delaying immunizations leaves your baby vulnerable to vaccine-preventable diseases.

Babies are particularly vulnerable to infectious diseases. Immunize them on time. Don’t delay immunizations.
