	Section Description 
The Information and Education Section supports the Branch’s goal to provide leadership and support to public and private sector efforts to protect the population against vaccine-preventable diseases through statewide immunization education and awareness projects, outreach activities, and training of immunization professionals. The Section coordinates statewide immunization education policies and strategies with local health departments, other state agencies, immunization coalitions, and community organizations serving the public.

	Service Summary:  Under the direction of the Health Education Supervisor, the volunteer will assist health education staff overseeing the Shot by Shot: Stories of Vaccine-Preventable Disease Project (ShotbyShot.org). Duties will include reviewing video and written stories to select compelling quotes that can be used to draw-in viewers/readers. In addition, the volunteer would be responsible for identifying stories geographically and adding keywords (if not already noted), so this information can be included in the database variables. 
Overall, this position requires attention to detail and a sense of compassion for individuals who have endured difficult and sometimes tragic situations. Volunteer must also have the ability to work independently, as well as to check in with supervisor for feedback to ensure goals are being met. 

	Time Commitment: Specific days/times can be flexible. 2-3 days a week until completed preferred.
