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Application Process

Title 22, California Code of Regulations, Section 51249 specifies the application process for CPSP

providers, which is reflected in the flowchart below.
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CPP1 - This form is used to advise the Medi-Cal provider that their application to become a CPSP provider has been received and is
under review at the local level.

CPP2 - This form is used to advise the provider that either their application has been reviewed by the local PSC and forwarded on to the state
for further review, or, that the application is incomplete and certain items are requested.

CPP3 - This form is a checklist used by the PSC for reviewing the completed application package in preparation for State submittal.

CPP4 - This is the cover sheet for the application package that the PSC sends to the state and contains their recommendation for application

approval.

CPPS5 - This form accompanies any application the PSC returns to a Provider due to incomplete documentation during the application
process period.
