MISSION AND PURPOSE

The Committee for the Protection of Human Subjects (CPHS) serves as the institutional review board (IRE) for the Califomia Health and
Hurnan Senices Agency (CHHSA). The role of the CPHS and other IRB is to assure that research involing human subjects is
conducted ethically and with minimun isk to participants,

ETHICAL PRINCIPLES

The CPHS is guided by principles delineated in the Belmont Report, which was issued by the U.S. Department of Health, Education,
and Welfare in April 1579, These principles include:

Respect for Persons

"Respect for persons incorporates at least two ethical convictions: first, that indhiduals should be treated as autonormous
agents, and second, that persons with diminished autonorny are entitled to protection. The principle of respect for persons thus
diides into two separate moral requirements: the requirement to acknowledge autonarny and the requirement to protect those
with diminished autonorny.”

Beneficence

“Persons are treated in an ethical manner not only by respecting their decisions and protecting them from harm, but also by

actions in this sense: (1) do not harm and (2) maximize possible benefits and minimize possible harms.”
