Family culture of physical punishment as means of disciplining


Child is not believed


Reside in unsafe neighborhoods


Child has special needs that may increase caregiver burden


Parents don’t want to go to classes





Community/Local Institutions


No support services available


Child care not accessible


No accessible parenting classes


Institutions not screening employees


Limited or no tracking of injuries in health care system


No reporting of suspected abuse

Child abuse and neglect





Physical, psychological, and behavioral; children end up in emergency department, children experience long term trauma, higher risk for disease, physical and developmental problems, drug and alcohol abuse
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
