This is to follow-up on the call you received from Dr.  __(name)__ about your baby’s newborn screening results. As the doctor explained, the initial results of the screen show the possibility that your baby may have an inherited immune system problem, called  SCID (Severe Combined Immunodeficiency), or another immune system problem.  
Not every baby with an initial positive test for SCID has this disorder. Further testing will need to be done to confirm this initial result. I am enclosing a brochure called “Why Does My Baby Need More Testing for Severe Combined Immunodeficiency (SCID)?” to explain why this needs to be done.
Your baby was tested as part of a pilot screening program for all newborns in California for SCID and related immune system problems that can be treated. This screening does not pick up HIV, AIDS, or other infectious diseases.

If you have not received a call about the newborn screening results, or if your baby is being seen by a different doctor, please call me with the doctor’s name and phone number.
