Purpose
I am writing to provide an update on the California Baby Behavior Education Campaign and its timeline so you can schedule trainings and plan for implementation at your agency. 
Background
As you know from an earlier PWPC (NSB #: 06-10-10-041), California WIC is developing a statewide Baby Behavior Campaign for 2011.  This WIC education campaign builds on the FIT WIC Baby Behavior Study and subsequent training provided by Dr. Jane Heinig of UC Davis to local WIC agency staff throughout the state.

A workgroup of state, local agency and UCD staff began designing this campaign in October. The California Baby Behavior Campaign will consist of: 

· Staff Reinforcement Training to review baby behavior messages that were part of  Dr. Heinig’s training, allowing staff to strengthen their skills and confidence 
· Staff Training on the participant education being developed
· Participant Education delivered to participants in the prenatal and early infancy timeframe
Timeline and Details
	Staff Reinforcement Training 

March-April-May-June 2011

· Training will consist of 3-4 modules, each approximately one hour in length

· Modules may be presented one at a time or combined to meet your staff training needs 

· Training to be delivered to staff between March and June 2011 



	Staff Training for Participant Education

July-August-September-October 2011
· Training will consist of two modules, each approximately one hour in length

· Module one is directed at prenatal moms and module two at early postpartum
· Prenatal module to be available for training staff July or August 2011

· Early postpartum module to be available for training staff September or October 2011




	Participant Education

September 2011 and Beyond

· Prenatal participant education to roll out September 2011

· Early infancy participant education to roll out November 2011

This campaign will be ongoing, with baby behavior education becoming a core component of California WIC education.  Just like previous campaigns, all supporting materials for the staff trainings and participant education will be available to order through OSP or posted online.
