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WOMEN, INFANTS & CHILDREN




Approximately 75 NSPs were reviewed to identify local agency activities with local providers and health plans in their health care communities.  A summary of key findings are listed below.
provider  = primarily OB-GYN/CHDP physicians and pediatricians who see WIC participants

Meetings with Providers and Health Plans:
· Met with county pediatrician to review WIC therapeutic formula process and requirements
· Participated in MCH roundtable discussion on how to access therapeutic formulas

· Family Health Division Medical Director promoted role of WIC to CHDP providers
· Participated in collaborative meetings with diabetes, adolescent health, and Healthy Weight for Women workgroups
· Attended coalition meetings with major health plans


Education and Training for Providers:

· WIC presentations: Nursing, hospital rounds & HIV & Prenatal clinics

· In-services at monthly meeting w/ clinic physicians on new WIC form& how to fill it out
· Informational packets shared w/ CHDP providers and other local HCP’s
· “Lunch and Learn”

· Local provider tool kit
Partnerships and Coordination of Services:
· Implemented BB services: social support groups, case management services
· Application assistors or DPSS workers at WIC sites

· Liaison between WIC participants and the pharmacies and medical providers

· Tool to screen families for risk of child abuse and/or neglect

· Mobile clinic once a week at WIC site

· Dental: List of dentists that accept Medi-Cal for clients to refer to

Dental/WIC collaborative to improve access to dental care

· Provide birth control at clinic

· Provide CPSP nutrition services on-site
