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Pre-Notice Discussions with Affected Parties

Following passage of SB 699 on April 17, 2006, CDHS/OA consulted with various affected parties regarding implementation of the statutory requirements for name‑based HIV reporting.  In particular, CDHS/OA has discussed HIV reporting with representative health care providers and laboratories, as well as with LHD staff responsible for HIV reporting activities.  CDHS/OA staff has met with representatives of the California Conference of Local AIDS Directors (CCLAD), County Health Executives Association of California (CHEAC), and the Communicable Disease Committee of the California Conference of Local Health Officers (CCLHO).

Prior to promulgation of the emergency regulations, CDHS/OA gave selected affected parties the opportunity to review the emergency regulations and provide feedback to CDHS/OA on two separate occasions.  In October 2006, CDHS/OA sent a draft of the emergency regulations to interested parties.  Comments were accepted in written form and through a teleconference held on October 25, 2006.  In October feedback was solicited from interested parties representing CCLAD, CCLHO, California State Association of Counties (CSAC), selected LHDs (including Los Angeles, San Diego, San Francisco, and San Joaquin Counties), and various community organizations, including AIDS Healthcare Foundation (AHF), AltaMed Health Services Corporation, American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU), Bienestar, Los Angeles Gay and Lesbian Center, Orange County AIDS Services Foundation, Project Inform, San Francisco AIDS Foundation and Southern California HIV Advocacy Coalition.  On December 18, 2006, a meeting was held with advocacy groups that had participated in the development of SB 699.  Attendees of the December 18, 2006, meeting represented a variety of organizations, including ACLU, AHF, CCLAD, CCLHO, CSAC, SFAF, and the California STD Controllers Association.  
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
