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Supplement to the Initial Statement of Reasons
Revisions Following Public Comment

As a result of an internal review, the California Department of Health Services (Department) proposes to make several changes which, are primarily editorial in nature to sections 30700 (f), 30710 (b)(4), 30723, and 30750 (h)(2).
Section 30700 (f) is amended to remove the phrase “and surgeon” in the definition of Health Supervisor. The original proposed language refers to a physician and surgeon.  A surgeon is by definition a physician, and so the phrase “and surgeon” is eliminated in the regulation as it is unnecessary.  The definition should have read a person who is either a physician “or” surgeon and not “physician and surgeon”.  This change will also correct this typographical error in the definition of Health Supervisor.
Section 30710 (b)(4) is amended to add the word “supply” which was inadvertently eliminated in the original text.  All elements of the drinking water system must comply with the requirements of state and federal law.  The water supply must meet the requirements of the California Safe Drinking Water Act, Health and Safety Code section 116270, et seq., to ensure that potable drinking water is provided at organized camps.  

Editorial changes are made to title and requirements of section 30723 to clarify that this section applies only to overhead electrical line construction. The existing section makes reference to the State Electrical Code and Public Utilities Commission requirements.    The reference to the State Electrical Code was eliminated from this section of regulation in the original proposed text.  
Section 30750 (h)(2) is amended to remove the phrase “or surgeon”.  This phrase is removed because a surgeon is by definition a physician.  This will make this section consistent with the definition of health supervisor in section 30700 (f) which was also amended.
