ALTERNATIVE MECI-CAL FACTOR REQUESTS

THIS INFORMATION PERTAINS TO THE MCAH PROGRAM ONLY

As stated in Policy Alert Letter #200809-03 which was released April 24, 2009 (http://ww2.cdph.ca.gov/programs/mcah/Documents/MO-PolicyAlertLetter-2008-09-03-Alternate-MCFS.pdf ), MCAH Agencies using a Medi-Cal Factor (MCF) other than the CDPH MCAH Base MCF must request approval from CDPH MCAH.  The request is submitted on the MCAH Budget Template’s J-Pers Justification Worksheet with the Agency’s AFA Packet.  Agencies must complete columns 6 and 8 (‘MCF Type’ and ‘MCF % Justification’).  Review the requirements specific to the Alternate MCF by clicking on “Yes” in column 7.  In column 8 you will need to state the methodology for the MCF you are requesting.  For example your justification language could be stated as:

Variable MCF: MCF is based on documentation of 100% of client counts (Medi-Cal enrolled and total client counts) for the MCAH program during the time study month and is re-calculated quarterly.  The Agency will maintain secondary documentation and calculations to substantiate MCFs used on invoices.  

Local Base MCF: Using county birth statistics for calendar year 2008 located at (Agency website); see attached data.  The Agency will maintain data and documents to substantiate Local Base MCFs. 

Weighted MCF: Using a weighted MCF for MCAH Director.  See the attached weighted MCF table calculation; .60 FTE (MCAH Director) with a base MCF of 40% and .40 FTE (PSC) with a Variable MCF of 90% for a Weighted MCF of 60%.
