  Claimable vs. “FFPable” Matchable Activities


Time Studying is important because it determines how much FFP (Title 19 dollars) an local health jurisdiction or community based organization (CBO) will be reimbursed for matchable or “FFPable” activities. Time Studying requires that you Time Study 100% of your time even if you work in other programs to determine what portion of your time are specifically billable to MCH programs.  MCH claimable (MCH Allocation) are those activities appropriate to the program’s Scope of Work (SOW) agreed upon annually.  Many of these activities are MCH “claimable” (e.g. assisting a mom with breastfeeding issues or helping with housing or a job) but may or may not be FFPable/matchable.  Below is a means to help you make a decision on whether an activity you are doing is matchable and which Function Code to use.

Program:


Many staff work in multiple programs.  So, pick the program that you are performing the activity under.  For example: Maternal and Child Health, CHDP, Immunization, Lead, Tobacco or any other that you work.  If you are unsure what the code is or do not have a code for a program ask your manager/supervisor.  Approved MCH programs such as: MCH, AFLP, ASPPP or BIH) are FFPable or matchable.  

Activity:  

Next ask yourself if the activity you are doing meets either of the FFP Objectives:

· Assisting an individual eligible for MediCal to enroll in the MediCal program 

and/or

· Assisting individual on MediCal to access MediCal provider, services and/or care.

If the activity meets either of these two objectives it is matchable.  If the activity does not meet either of these two objectives it is considered non-matchable and falls under a Function Code 11-Other Activities.

Function Codes:

For all activities matchable and non-matchable you must select a Function Code for the Time Study.  For non-matchable activities it is simple, Function Code 11-Other Activities is the only code to choose.  For matchable activities you must choose one of the remaining eleven (11) Function Codes (1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9,10, or 12).
