• Bronze, Silver, or Gold level ASP designation, with a certificate and an Honor Roll logo that can be

displayed on the hospital website and other publications
• Recognition on the CDPH HAI Program website and social media
• Demonstration to the public that your facility meets and exceeds national ASP guidelines
• Opportunities to showcase your ASP and provide examples to help other facilities with their ASP
• Engagement and networking opportunities with the HAI Program ID Pharmacist and other healthcare

facilities to improve antimicrobial stewardship in your local community

Opportunities to apply are every 6 months, with deadlines every March 1 and September 1. Please see the 
Honor Roll website (www.cdph.ca.gov/Programs/CHCQ/HAI/Pages/Honor_Roll.aspx) for instructions to 
apply.
