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Trauma Scene Waste (TSW) Management Practitioner Checklist

All Trauma Scene Waste Management Practitioners are required to register with the
Department of Public Health (Department). A trauma scene waste management
practitioner is a person who undertakes, as a commercial activity, the removal of human
blood, human body fluids, and other associated residues from the scene of a serious
human injury, iliness, or death, and who is registered with the Department (Health and
Safety Code [HSC], Section 117778). A current list of Trauma Scene Waste

e If you fail to properly annually renew your registration, it will be subject to
revocation.
