Reducing evasion of MSA payments and cigarette tax payments
	Make several changes to state law to make it more difficult for cigarette manufacturers to avoid paying the proper Master Settlement Agreement (MSA) payments and tax payments.

	AB 2733 (Ruskin, Ch. 601, Statutes of 2010)
Changing tobacco retailer licensing laws
	Prohibits tobacco retailers from giving away or displaying for sale tobacco products during a period when the retailer’s state tobacco retailer license has been suspended or revoked. 
	January 1, 2011

	SB 882 (Corbett, 312, Statues of 2010)
Making sales of electronic cigarettes to minors illegal
	Makes it unlawful to sell or provide an electronic cigarette (e-cigarette) to anyone under 18 years old.

	SB 53 (DeSaulnier, Ch. 28, Statues of 2009)
Authorizing the Attorney General to Negotiate Amendments to the Master Settlement Agreement
	Authorizes the Attorney General to negotiate amendments to the Master Settlement Agreement (MSA).

	AB 3010 (Blakeslee, Ch. 505, Statutes of 2008)
Prohibiting Tobacco Use at State Mental Hospitals 
	Authorizes the Director of the Department of Mental Health to prohibit smoking by patients and staff at any of the five state mental hospitals following the request of a hospital’s director.
	January 1, 2009

	SB 625 (Padilla, Ch. 654, Statutes of 2007)
Tobacco Retailer License reinstatement fee
	Authorizes a $100 reinstatement fee as a precondition for reinstatement of an expired state tobacco retailer license. 
	January 1, 2008

	SB 624 (Padilla, Ch. 653, Statutes of 2007)
Tobacco products, minors
	Increases STAKE Act civil penalties, and allows local enforcement agencies to enforce illegal tobacco sales to minors under the STAKE Act without requiring a contract with the California Department of Public Health. 
	January 1, 2008

	SB 7 (Oropeza, Ch. 925, Statutes of 2007) 

Smoking in vehicles with minor passengers
	Prohibits smoking in a motor vehicle when a minor (17 years and younger) is present. Though a secondary offense, violations are punishable by a fine of up to $100. 
	January 1, 2008

	AB 1585 (Lieber, Ch. 445, Statues of 2007)
Tobacco products, Non-sale distribution
	Gift certificates, gift cards, and other similar offers were added to the definition of nonsale distribution of tobacco products.  Coupons, coupon offers, and rebate offers were already included.  
	January 1, 2008

	AB 647 (Salas, Ch. 135, Statues of 2007)
Tobacco Use Programs
	Amends funding provisions for local education agencies, by allowing for one competitive grant process. Minimum funding amounts for the County Offices of Education were increased from $25,000 to $37,500.

	AB 2067 (Oropeza, Ch. 135, Statutes of 2007)
Smoking in enclosed spaces of buildings
	Prohibits smoking in lobbies, lounges, waiting areas, elevators, stairwells and restrooms of covered parking lots of public buildings and enclosed places of employment.
	January 1, 2007

	AB 1880 (Blakeslee, 
Ch. 316, Statutes of 2006)

State hospitals, care of the mentally disordered
	Requires a strategic plan from the Atascadero State Hospital to study staff and patient safety, manage violence, and improve health by regulating staff, patient, and visitor tobacco use.
	January 1, 2007

	AB 1749 (Horton, Ch. 501, Statutes 2006)
Cigarette and tobacco products licensing amendment
	Increases licensing and violation fees, and requires licenses for manufacturers and importers of other tobacco products.  Also repeals the sunset provision of AB 71, and limits in-store placement of blunt wraps.
	January 1, 2007

	AB 178 (Koretz, Ch. 633, Statutes of 2005)
Cigarette fire safety and firefighter protection 
	Prohibits the sale, manufacture, or distribution of cigarettes in California that do not meet the fire-safe standards of the American Society of Testing and Materials protocol for measuring the ignition strength of cigarettes.
	January 1, 2007

	AB 384  (Leslie, Ch. 798, Statutes of 2004)
Tobacco products:  correctional facilities
	Prohibits the possession of tobacco products by inmates in state prisons and California Youth Authority (CYA) facilities. The law also prohibits the use of tobacco products by any person (staff, visitor, etc.) on the grounds of these facilities except in residential staff housing where inmates are not present.
	July 1, 2005

	SB 1173 (Ortiz, Ch. 812, Statutes of 2004)
Tobacco products:  self-service displays
	Prohibits the self-service display of non-cigarette products at retail outlets.

	AB 3092 (Horton, Ch. 822, Statutes of 2004)
STAKE Act signage fine increase
	Increases the fines under Penal Code 308 for failure to post a STAKE Act sign. 
	September 27, 2004
