· The engagement of multiple stakeholders/groups (i.e., clinicians, women, communities, insurers, researchers, organizations and legislators) who will work together to improve maternal and newborn health outcomes in California

The California Maternal Quality Care Collaborative (CMQCC) was conceived of by the California Department of Public Health, MCAH/OFP, in collaboration with the California Perinatal Quality Care Collaborative (CPQCC).  It was built on earlier work performed by the Maternal Quality Indicator Group (MQI) at UCLA.  The program was funded 7/1/06, under the auspices of the CPQCC.

Program Opportunities

Areas that present significant opportunities for improvement with regard to maternal health in California include: 
· 75+ pregnancy-related maternal deaths/year in California

· Large (20-fold) variation in rates of obstetric hemorrhage and infection among childbearing women in California

· Very little organized Obstetric Quality Improvement (QI) effort outside of large health systems in California
Program Activities

· Analysis - Identification/validation of measures; Analysis of large administrative datasets; Review of maternal mortality

· Data -  CMQCC – all births (> 550,000/yr); Proposing Maternal Information Technology (MIT) Workgroup
