The purpose of the meeting was to: 
1. Hear about the compelling evidence for the importance of early identification and intervention for young children, what the laws and policies are in regards to this, and understand what screening with validated screening tools really means

2. Discuss the importance of having a “common screening language” among the different Departments and to explore the endorsement of a State standard screening protocol 

3. Learn about the status and strategies of the Assuring Better Child Health & Development (ABCD) Screening Academy Logic Model, which is built around the use of standardized screening tools and how your program can be involved

4. Identify Departmental Programs’ roles and responsibilities regarding the use of developmental screening tools around the Child Abuse and Prevention Treatment Act

Here are highlights of each section of the meeting:
1. Importance of Early Intervention:

Penny laid the groundwork on the importance of early intervention and the place that screening and interventions play in promoting optimal growth and development in young children.  Her PowerPoint presentation provided graphs; talking points and resources that programs can use in becoming informed in their work around screening, as the research and work have already been validated. 2. ABCD Screening Academy Project:
Janet provided background on the Achieving Better Child Health & Development (ABCD) Screening Academy Project, which is built upon the progress made by ABCD I and ABCD II.  The ABCD projects’ intent is to improve delivery of early child development services for low income children and their families, with the Screening Academy Project working to improve to improve early identification of young children with developmental problems.   Important accomplishments include the development of a long-term logic model, implementation of 2 pilots, recommendations for the CHDP Health Assessment Guidelines on the developmental/ socio-emotional chapter, development of a community communication toolkit and screening website, in collaboration with First 5 Association. 3. State Screening Collaborative Summit:  

Janet requested that the Screening Collaborative convene at a Leadership Summit on July 10 (now in Sacramento).  We will work with a facilitator to determine how to maximize funds for our shared populations, programs and services to promote early childhood development and strengthen families.
