Vaccinate ALL 58 (VA58) is working in all fifty-eight counties in California to address equitable
access to the COVID-19 vaccine and to information about its safety and effectiveness. VA58
is a California Department of Public Health (CDPH) campaign.

This newsletter will keep you informed about key messages from the state to provide you
with the resources to make informed decisions on the vaccine, and give you the tools to get
your family vaccinated.

The CDC expanded eligibility of second
booster doses of the mRNA COVID-19
vaccines for specific individuals in

vulnerable populations

e The FDA authorized the use of a second booster dose of Pfizer or Moderna for
people with underlying medical conditions aged 12 and older, people aged 50 or
older, and people who received two doses of Johnson and Johnson.

e The CDC updated its recommendations to acknowledge the increased risk in certain
populations who may be at higher risk of severe outcomes from COVID-19 and
would most likely benefit from receiving an additional booster dose to increase their
protection.

CDPH Launches Spanish-language
WhatsApp chatbot to provide accurate

information on COVID-19 and vaccines

CDPH has partnered with Meta to develop a bot within
WhatsApp to provide information on COVID-19 and the
vaccine to WhatsApp users. This effort is to close the
equity gap and reach communities where they are.

WhatsApp is a popular messaging platform for the Latino
community. Since WhatsApp is data-light, this effort also
helps address the digital divide in communities of color.

The chatbot is free to all and can be accessed by scanning
a QR code or texting "hola" to 833-422-1090. Once the
chatbot is active, a menu of options appears onscreen,
allowing users to select the COVID-19 information most
pertinent to them. This includes local vaccination sites,
transportation options for getting to the site, and other
frequently asked questions about the COVID-19 vaccine.

Myth: The COVID-19 vaccine will affect

my fertility.

There is no evidence that the
COVID-19 vaccine affects fertility
in males or females. COVID-19
vaccination is recommended and
safe for people who are pregnant,
breastfeeding, trying to get
pregnant now, or might become
pregnant in the future. People
who are pregnant and contract
COVID-19 are 22 times more
likely to die and are at higher risk
of other severe pregnancy
complications, so the best way to

Myth: Breakthrough cases of myocarditis
prove that the COVID-19 vaccine is unsafe.

e Myocarditis, or inflammation of the

heart, is a very rare side effect of
some COVID-19 vaccines. In these
rare instances, those who have
had cases of myocarditis have had
more severe symptoms when
contracting COVID-19 than after
immunization. The known risks of
COVID-19 iliness and its related,
possibly severe complications,
such as long-term health problems,
hospitalization, and even death, far
outweigh the potential risks of
