California Continues to Support Vaccines For Children
Program Providers with $10 Million in Grants

Vaccinate ALL 58 (VA58) is working in all fifty-eight counties in California to address equitable
access to the COVID-19 vaccine and to information about its safety and effectiveness. VA58
is a California Department of Public Health (CDPH) campaign.

This newsletter will keep you informed about key messages from the state to provide you
with the resources to make informed decisions on the vaccine, and give you the tools to get
your family vaccinated.

Read on to learn more about a grant opportunity for providers enrolled in the Vaccines for
Children Program (VFC), the continued safety and efficacy of vaccines for kids, and an update
on completed doses for kids aged 5-11!

KidsVaxGrant

As a part of its effort to expand COVID-19 vaccine access for youth, the California
Department of Public Health (CDPH) continues to encourage all healthcare providers to
offer COVID-19 vaccines in their daily operations. To support this effort, on April 1, CDPH
began offering $10 million in grant funding through the KidsVaxGrant. The deadline to

apply is May 27, 2022.

Since its inception in 1995, the state's VFC Program has played an essential role in

vaccinating youth by supplying providers with vaccines for children at no additional cost to
parents or guardians who may be unable to afford them.
To make vaccinations more convenient for families and increase vaccinations of children,
the state is offering the KidsVaxGrant as an incentive for providers to enroll and expand

their operating hours.

Newly enrolled VFC providers that are part of the California COVID-19 Vaccination

Program could be eligible for $10,000 in KidVaxGrant funds per site to establish COVID-19
vaccination services. VFC providers already enrolled are also eligible to apply and could be
awarded $15,000 grant per site.

For healthcare providers interested in enrolling, please visit the myCAVax website and
select "Enrollment Kit" to learn more about enrollment requirements. For healthcare
providers already enrolled and interested in expanding their operating hours, doors must
be open beyond normal business hours to allow for additional vaccination options for
working families. Operating hours must be increased by a minimum of 15 hours outside of
standard operating hours during a 60-day period. To learn more and to complete a grant
application, go to Physicians for a Healthy California and click on "Apply Now!".

KidsVaxGrant

Como parte de su esfuerzo para expandir el acceso de los jovenes a las vacunas, el
Departamento de Salud Publica de California (CDPH) continta alentando a los
proveedores de cuidado de la salud a que ofrezcan las vacunas contra el COVID-19 en sus
actividades diarias. Para apoyar dicho esfuerzo, el 1 de abril, CDPH comenzd a ofrecer $10
millones, a través de los subsidios de vacunacién infantil (KidsVaxGrant).
