Vaccinate ALL 58 (VAS58) is working in all fifty-
eight counties in California to address equitable
access to the COVID-19 vaccine and to
information about its safety and effectiveness.
VA58 is a California Department of Public Health
(CDPH) campaign.

This newsletter will keep you informed about key messages
from the state to provide you with the resources to make
informed decisions on the vaccine and the tools to get your
whole family vaccinated.

« Unfortunately, COVID-19 is here to stay, but in the last two years we have learned
scientifically sound methods to decrease its impact on our health and well-being,
especially for our children. California's schools can manage this disease in sustainable
and adaptive manners. In its Safe Schools for All Hub, California offers guidance to
support safe, in-person learning to mitigate the spread of COVID-19.

» The guidance is based on current scientific knowledge and anticipated trends. It is
subject to change, as COVID-19 conditions can shift rapidly and our response in
schools must remain nimble and responsive to dynamic challenges.

» Schools are places where children go to learn and play, and also receive important
services such as meals, tutoring, and other specialized services.

» According to the American Academy of Pediatrics, the benefits of in-person school are
much greater than the risks in almost every way. Schools are safe, stimulating, and
enriching places to be while parents or guardians are working.

Why the vaccine is so important for kids going back to school

« COVID-19 vaccination is an important tool to help protect everyone 6 months and older
from COVID-19 and its complications.

» Getting a COVID-19 vaccine is a safer, more reliable way to build protection than
getting sick with COVID-19. The known risks of COVID-19 and possible severe
complications—such as long-term health problems, hospitalization, and even death—
outweigh the potential risks of having a rare, adverse reaction to vaccination.

« Immunity from prior infection is helpful, but getting vaccinated is the best way to ensure
protection from severe iliness from COVID-19. COVID-19 has become one of the top
five leading causes of death in children. Those with underlying medical conditions or
who have a weakened immune system are more likely to get severely ill from COVID-
19. Some examples of conditions that can make children more likely to get severe
COVID-19 include:

« Children have reported ongoing respiratory, cardiac, neurologic, and other symptoms
following COVID-19 infection. Research in adults suggests that people who are
vaccinated against COVID-19 are less likely to develop long COVID.

» Children and teens can develop Multisystem Inflammatory Syndrome in Children (MIS-
C), a rare but severe condition that can occur weeks after infection with COVID-19,
even if they had mild symptoms or no symptoms at all. MIS-C can also look like other
childhood illnesses.

o MIS-C is a serious condition that affects multiple organ systems, specifically,
cardiac, renal, respiratory, hematologic, gastrointestinal, dermatologic and
neurologic.

o The COVID-19 vaccine provides strong protection against MIS-C.

In addition to vaccination, keep kids safe through all harm reduction measures
including having them wear a mask to school, stay home if they feel sick, and get
regularly tested.

« The State of California suggests students wear well-fitting face masks. It is important to
get a good fit.

In addition to COVID-19, make sure your child gets all their routine immunizations!

« COVID-19 vaccine can be given at the same time as other vaccines.

« Children need to get caught up on routine vaccinations so that they are protected
against other serious diseases.

« CDC'’s public sector vaccine ordering data show a 14% drop in 2020-2021 for all
vaccines compared to 2019, and measles vaccine is down by more than 20%.

« Although COVID-19 vaccines are not yet mandated in California schools yet, other
vaccines are required. Make sure the students in your life are up to date BEFORE

school starts.

Should I still vaccinate my child even if they can still get infected?

* Yes, COVID-19 vaccination is recommended for everyone 6 months and older.

» Vaccines prevent the worst outcomes of COVID-19, including mental health stressors,
hospitalization, long COVID, myocarditis, MIS-C, and death.

« There is no way to predict how children will be affected by COVID-19, and even
healthy children can get really sick. Therefore, getting a COVID-19 vaccine is a safer,
more reliable way to build protection than getting infected.

« Because viruses mutate, no vaccine can be 100% effective. Breakthrough cases, or
getting sick after vaccination, can still happen. However, it's important to note that
COVID-19 infection and reinfection is 5X less likely to happen if a child is vaccinated
and boosted.

Regresa a clases

« Desafortunadamente, el COVID-19 llegd para quedarse, pero en los Ultimos dos afios
hemos aprendido métodos cientificamente sélidos para disminuir su impacto en
nuestra salud y bienestar, especialmente para nuestros nifios. Las escuelas de
California pueden manejar esta enfermedad de manera sostenible y adaptable. En su
Centro de Escuelas Seguras para Todos, California ofrece orientacion para apoyar el
aprendizaje seguro en persona y para mitigar la propagacion del COVID-19.

» La orientacion se basa en el conocimiento cientifico actual y las tendencias previstas.
Esta sujeta a cambios, ya que las condiciones del COVID-19 pueden cambiar
rapidamente y nuestra respuesta en las escuelas debe seguir siendo agil y receptiva a
los desafios dinamicos.

Por qué la vacuna es tan importante para los nifios que regresan a clases

« La vacunacion contra el COVID-19 es una herramienta importante para ayudar a
proteger a todas las personas de 6 meses en adelante contra el COVID-19 y sus
complicaciones.

» Recibir una vacuna contra el COVID-19 es una forma mas segura y confiable de
generar proteccion que enfermarse con el COVID-19. Los riesgos conocidos del
COVID-19 y las posibles complicaciones graves, como problemas de salud a largo
plazo, hospitalizacion e incluso muerte, superan los riesgos potenciales de tener una
reacciéon adversa rara a la vacunacion.

« Lainmunidad de una infeccidn previa es util, pero vacunarse es la mejor manera de
garantizar la proteccion contra los sintomas severos del COVID-19. EI COVID-19 se
ha convertido en una de las cinco principales causas de muerte en nifios. Las
personas con condiciones médicas o que tienen un sistema inmunoldgico debilitado
tienen mas probabilidades de enfermarse gravemente del COVID-19.

Se ha reportado que los nifios tienen sintomas respiratorios, cardiacos, neurolégicos y
de otro tipo en curso después de la infeccion del COVID-19. La investigacion en
adultos sugiere que las personas que estan vacunadas contra el COVID-19 tienen
menos probabilidades de desarrollar el COVID prolongado.

Los nifos y adolescentes pueden desarrollar el Sindrome Inflamatorio Multisistémico
en Nifios (MIS-C, por sus siglas en inglés), una afeccion rara pero grave que puede
ocurrir semanas después de la infeccion del COVID-19, incluso si tuvieron sintomas
leves o ningun sintoma. El MIS-C también puede parecerse a otras enfermedades
infantiles.

o EIMIS-C es una afeccion grave que afecta multiples sistemas de 6rganos,
especificamente, cardiaco, renal, respiratorio, hematolégico, gastrointestinal,
dermatoldgico y neurolégico.

o La vacuna contra el COVID-19 proporciona una fuerte proteccion contra el MIS-
C

Ademas de la vacunacion, mantén a los nifios seguros a través de todas las medidas
de reduccion de danos, lo que incluye usar una mascarilla para ir a la escuela,
quedarse en casa si se sienten enfermos y hacerse pruebas con regularidad.

El estado de California sugirié que los estudiantes usen mascarillas bien ajustadas. Es
importante lograr un buen ajuste.

Los datos de pedidos de vacunas del sector publico de los CDC muestran un
descenso del 14% en 2020-2021 en comparaciéon con 2019, y la vacuna contra el
sarampion se ha reducido en mas del 20%.

California, se requieren otras vacunas. Asegurate de que los estudiantes en tu vida
estén actualizados ANTES de que comience la escuela.
