2. To zoom in or out, use the slider in the bottom-left corner to zoom in (or use the SHIFT Key and drag the mouse) and out (SHIFT and CTRL and drag the mouse) 

3. To show the legend, hover over the Legend Text to see what each color or symbol represents (e.g. rate classifications).
