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Preventive Medicine Residency Program (PMRP)
PMRP is a one- or two-year residency program offering PGY3 only, or PGY2 and PGY3 residency positions for applicants who already have a California medical license.  The program focuses on public health administration in local and state public health agencies.  It is fully accredited by the ACGME since 1980 in General Preventive Medicine/Public Health.

Mission:  To develop public health physicians who can provide strong leadership in California public health agencies
Goals:

· To train physicians in the scientific basis and approach of public health and population-based preventive medicine
· To train physicians in public health assessment

· To train physicians in policy development

· To train physicians in public health assurance

· To train physicians in necessary administrative skills, including the management of human and fiscal resources, the planning, development and evaluation of public health programs, and health policies targeting disease prevention and risk factor reduction in large populations
California Epidemiologic Investigation Service (Cal-EIS)
Cal-EIS is a one-year applied epidemiology training program in California public health agencies.  The program was founded in 1988 for health professionals who have at least a master's degree in a field related to public health.

Mission:  To prepare epidemiologists for public health leadership positions in California
Goals:    

· To provide experience in epidemiology and public health practice during placements with California public health agencies
· To produce well trained public health epidemiologists for positions in California health departments
· To assist local and state health departments in emergency outbreak and other field epidemiologic investigations, if the opportunity arises
