GLOSSARY DEFINITIONS

Adolescent Family Life Providers (AFLP) – AFLP is a case management program that focuses on the coordination of client services ensuring healthy pregnancy outcomes, promotes personal health and safety practices, improves, social and economic well-being of pregnant and parenting teens 20 years of age for females and through 21 for males.

Budget Revision (Informal Line Item Shift) – A change in the line item totals of a budget without needing to process a formal Grant Amendment.  Certain criteria must be met.

Budget Revision (Formal Agreement Amendment) – A formal Agreement amendment if a grantee desires to change or amend any budgets that do not meet budget revisions of the informal allowable line item shift, when certain criteria are met.

Cal-Learn – The Cal-Learn Program assists teen parents receiving assistance through CalWORKs, a welfare program through the Department of Social Services.  As a strategy for reducing teen pregnancy rates and long-term welfare dependency, the Cal-Learn program helps pregnant and parenting teens to attend and graduate from high school or its equivalent.
Cal​‑SAFE – The California School Age Families Education (Cal-SAFE) Program is designed to increase the availability of support services necessary for enrolled expectant/parenting students to improve academic achievement and parenting skills and to provide a quality child care/development program for their children. This comprehensive, continuous, and community-linked school-based program replaces the Pregnant Minors Program (PMP), School Age Parenting and Infant Development (SAPID) Program, and Pregnant and Lactating Students (PALS) Program and is funded through the California Department of Education.
CD-ROM – Short for Compact Disc-Read-Only Memory, this is a type of optical disk capable of storing large amounts of data – up to 1GB, although most common size is 650MB (megabytes).  A single CD-ROM has the storage capacity of 700 floppy disks, enough memory to store about 300,000 text pages.
Clinical Services – Personal family planning reproductive health care with a focus on access to all family planning methods; individualized education and counseling about positive sexual practices and relationships; and, prevention of conditions that threaten reproductive capability including diagnosis and treatment of sexually transmitted infections (STIs), HIV testing and limited cancer screening.

Collaboration – The process by which citizens, agencies, organizations, and businesses make formal, sustained commitments for working together to accomplish a shared vision.  It involves two or more agencies sharing information and resources to achieve common goals.    

Contract Manager – The administrative, fiscal and legal agent for the agreement between the grant and the State of California.  Responsible for maintaining all official documentation from grantee and executed grant agreements.

Culturally Appropriate – The organization’s capacity to design and implement programs, interventions, and services which effectively incorporate cultural and language barriers to the delivery of appropriate and necessary services.

Determinants – Risk and protective factors that affect whether or not individuals, groups, or institutions engage in specific behaviors.  
Evidence-based Programs/Curriculums – Programs/curriculums are considered evidence‑based if it has been shown to have evidence of having a positive impact on the outcomes that they are designed to change through a set of stringent scientific literature reviews and criteria. Evidence‑based programs/curriculums have been evaluated using a defined set of rigorous standards to assess the quality of the research design, research implementation methodology, and the efficacy of the program.  
Family PACT Program – A state program that provides comprehensive family planning services to low‑income men and women with a family income at or below 200 percent of the federal poverty level with no other source of family planning coverage.  Eligible persons are individuals at risk of pregnancy or causing pregnancy who do not qualify for Medi‑Cal and do not have access to health insurance.  Eligibility is determined at the provider’s office with a point of service activation of a client membership card.

Fidelity – Staying true to an original program design.  Implementing a curriculum with “fidelity” means implementing the curriculum as designed, in the setting for which it was designed.  Either failing to implement nearly all the activities as designed or implementing the curriculum in a different type of setting (e.g., during school instead of after school) may reduce effectiveness (Kirby, Doug et. al. Tools to Assess the Characteristics of Effective Sex and STD/HIV Education Programs, Healthy Teen Network & ETR Associations. February 2007).

Goals – A broad statement, or long-term objective, of a program’s impact.
Good Standing – A Grantee may be deemed in “Good Standing” with OFP for purposes of this grant provided the following conditions are met: 1) Grantee is in compliance will all Grant Agreement requirements such as, but not limited to, timely submission of monthly performance reports, progress reports, and invoices; 2)  Grantee is meeting the objectives of the Workplan; and 3) Grantee is complying will all policies, procedures, and program letters related to administrative and programmatic compliance and I&E Grantee performance, as outlined by OFP.

Grant Agreement – A statutorily based formal agreement between the CDPH and a successful applicant agency awarded funds for the implementation of a CCG local project.  A grant agreement is similar to a state contract in that it delineates how the grant funds are to be spent; the services to be provided by the applicant, the budget, and the evaluation process and payment provisions.  Grant agreements are exempt from review and approval from the Department of General Services.

Grantee – The agency with whom the State has a formal written grant agreement.
Hot Spot – Specific geographic areas designated by CDPH where teen birth rates are equal or higher than the state average.

In-Kind Contribution – Non-monetary resources and services contributed by an outside entity/individual, to assist the program in carrying out its goals, objectives, and activities.  

Intermediate Outcome – The desired result of a program’s intervention(s) that can be expected within 3-4 years of the Grant cycle.  Results may include positive effects on behaviors, knowledge, attitudes, or conditions such as access to services.  

Intervention – Specific programmatic activities/strategies that have sufficient strength to improve selected determinants that have been identified.  
Involuntary Setting – Intervention settings, typically those implemented in schools or juvenile justice facilities that have a captive audience of youth and do not need to recruit and retain youth.  
Linguistically Appropriate – Accessibility to service providers who can communicate effectively in the language of their clients.

Longitudinal Study – A study design involving the collection of data at different points in time (i.e. three months, six months and 12 months after an intervention). 
Medical Service Study Area (MSSA) – MSSAs are comprised of communities of contiguous census tracts that do not cross county boundaries and are state and federally recognized.  MSSAs were found to be more useful than zip codes (which split and change boundaries frequently) or census tracts (which do have enough teen births to generate stable teen birth rates).  MSSAs are designed for the purpose of designating health professional shortage areas and medically unserved/underserved populations.
In California, there are a total of 541 MSSAs; 56 Frontier, 299 Urban, and 186 Rural.  Urban MSSA populations range from 75,000 to 125,000 persons.  Rural and Frontier MSSAs have population densities less than 250 or 11 persons per square mile, respectively.
For the purpose of this grant, MSSA birth rate data were collected to determine based-line birth rates of teenage mothers.  Birth rate hot spots were then identified. 
Mission Statement – A Mission Statement clearly defines the organization’s purpose, primary objectives and services to be performed.  It should be a clear and succinct representation of an organization’s purpose for existence. 

Medically Accurate – Information verified or supported by research conducted in compliance with scientific methods and published in peer-review journals, when appropriate, and recognized as accurate and objective by professional organizations and agencies with expertise in the relevant field, such as the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.

Modified Curriculum – A curriculum derived from a compilation of two or more evaluated curriculum for use by an educator, author or agency/institution for the purposes of adapting the content to more effectively address cultural, linguistic or the learning needs of a target population.
Non-Evaluated Curriculum – A curriculum that has not been peer reviewed, field tested, and published in at least one professional journal.  The outcome objectives desired have not been shown to be significant and effective with the target population(s).
Non‑Evidence Based Program/Curriculum – Programs/curriculums that have not been independently reviewed against a set of stringent criteria for the quality of their research design, research implementation methods, and their strength of effectiveness, regardless of whether it has been published in a peer reviewed professional, scientific journal.
Parental Consent – A formal process by which a parent/guardian provides permission for their child to participate in a teen pregnancy prevention activity.
Program Consultant – The primary contact person for the OFP funded grantee.  Monitors and provides oversight on all grantee contract deliverables.  Provides technical assistance (TA) and assists with program requirements; provides consultation on program development and implementation to grantees.
Project Coordinator – The Project Coordinator typically implements the day-to-day project activities; assists with evaluation data collection; assists with or be responsible for collaboration meetings; assists with or be responsible for reports; and often implements program activities with participants.  Some Project Coordinators are responsible for broader program responsibilities, including oversight and coordination of the program for the agency.
Project Director – The Project Director typically has supervisory responsibility over project coordinators and health educators and broad responsibility to ensure the program’s success.  This may include staff supervision and training; project compliance; budget management including subcontractor monitoring; report writing; monitoring program activities, and coordinating collaborative meetings and activities.
Protective Factors – The beliefs, values and attitudes that help teens avoid pregnancy and STIs, or encourage behavior that can prevent them.  Protective factors reduce the risk of problem behaviors associated with teen pregnancy and STIs.  Examples of a protective factor that may discourage a pregnancy or STI include clear rules of conduct that are consistently enforced within the family,  success in school performance, and parental monitoring of teen's activities and their peers.
Risk Factors  – The beliefs, values and attitudes that encourage a behavior that could result in a pregnancy and STI, or discourage behavior that could avoid these outcomes.  Risk factors are predictors of adolescent health and behavior problems that could result in a teen pregnancy or STI.  Examples of a risk factor that may encourage a pregnancy or STI include family history of teen pregnancy, lack of commitment to school, or ineffective parenting.

Regional Network – A group of several Grantees assigned to a geographic region for the purpose of developing broad collaborative efforts to increase the visibility of teen pregnancy prevention efforts and issues.
Research-Based Approach – see Science-Based Approach definition.
Short-Term Outcome – The desired result of a program’s intervention evaluated for immediate changes in behavior, knowledge or attitude or the completion of a short-term product such as a plan.  

Science-Based Approach – The process for developing a strategy to prevent teen pregnancy to help ensure that the programs implemented have a greater chance of succeeding.  Such an approach is defined as using demographic, epidemiological and social science research to identify populations at risk and to identify risk and protective factors for those populations; using health behavior and health education theory to guide the selection of risk and protective factors that will be addressed by the program and to guide the selection of intervention activities; using a logic model; selecting, adapting, if necessary, and implementing programs that are science-based; conducting process and outcome evaluation of the implemented program and modifying the approach based on results.  
Stakeholders – Individuals or organizations who stand to gain or lose the success or failure of a system or program.  They may be persons, agencies and organizations with an investment or “stake” in the health of the community and the local public health system.  This broad definition includes persons and organizations that benefit from and/or participate in the delivery of services that promote the public’s health and overall well-being.  

Subcontractor – Any individual or entity that enters into a written subcontract with the Grantee specifically related to securing or fulfilling the grantee’s obligation to the State under the terms of the grant agreement.

Teen Friendly Services – Services available to effectively attract young people, meet their needs comfortably and responsively, and succeed in retaining these youth clients for continuing care.  Whether services are provided in a clinical setting, in a youth center or at a workplace or through outreach to informal venues, certain teen-friendly characteristics are essential to effective programs.  Basic components include specially trained providers, privacy, confidentiality, and accessibility.

Tracking Tools – Items that are used to document and verify that the program and evaluation activities are completed.  These can include sign-in sheets, meeting minutes, agendas, activity forms, curriculum used, topics addressed in each session, promotional flyers, pre- and post-tests, parent permission slips (when appropriate), etc.  These tools verify that the activity occurred, providing supporting documentation for the progress report and evaluation requirements.

Unintended Pregnancy – A pregnancy that was not planned or wanted at the time conception occurred, irrespective of whether contraception was being used (Institute of Medicine, The Best Intentions, 1995).

Vision Statement – A vision is a statement defines the desired or intended future state of a specific organization in terms of its fundamental objective and/or strategic direction.  It should resonate with all members of the organization and help them feel proud, excited, and part of something much bigger than themselves. A vision should stretch the organization’s capabilities and image of itself. It gives shape and direction to the organization’s future.

Voluntary Setting – Intervention settings where it is necessary to recruit and retain youth.  Effective programs need to implement programs that may need to avoid or overcome obstacles to their attendance.  Participation is completely voluntary and/or may require parental notification, and attrition of youth may be a challenge.
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
