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This Addenda is regarding the (I&E) Grant Request for Applications (RFA) #11‑10017 dated November 29, 2010.  This addenda provides clarifications to the RFA and incorrect statements made in the Bidder’s Conference held on January 3, 2011.
The California Department of Public Health, Office of Family Planning (OFP) distributed this RFA to solicit applications to fund community-based and community driven programs that address the problems of teen and unintended pregnancy through prevention and health education activities, along with linkages to family planning services and reproductive health care.  The information that requires correction in the RFA and Bidders’ Conference PowerPoint Presentation is as follows:
1. RFA Document

Sexual Health Education Accountability Act; Health & Safety Code Sections 151000‑151003 (Appendix 2)

The RFA Section I. Introduction, C. Background Information, 3. Legislation, c. Sexual Health Education Accountability Act; Health & Safety Code Sections 151000‑151003 (Appendix 2) on page 10 of the RFA has been modified to clarify the intent of this mandated legislation.

The law affects all state-funded community-based programs, including those administered by the OFP, that are intended to prevent adolescent or unintended pregnancies and/or STIs, including HIV/AIDS, and are supported by state funds or state-administered funds.  SHEAA does not apply to school-based instruction, which is regulated by Education Code Sections 51930-51939 (described above).  However, sState-funded programs providing sexual health education in public schools must state how their instruction complies fully with applicable Education Codes:  California Comprehensive Sexual Health and HIV/AIDS Prevention Education Act (Appendix 3).
The OFP has modified the RFA to accurately reflect the intent of the legislation for school‑based instruction cited in the Sexual Health Education Accountability Act; Health & Safety Code Sections 151000‑151003 (Appendix 2).

2. Bidder’s Conference PowerPoint Presentation 

Subcontract Agreements FAQs, Slide 102, A3
The I&E Administrative Requirement, Subcontract Agreements FAQs slide of the Bidder’s Conference PowerPoint Presentation has been revised to state:
Q3:
If you’re using a subcontractor to provide your I&E Intervention, is the subcontractor staff required to complete a Time Study?
A3:
No. I&E Grantees are not required to submit documentation of a subcontractor’s employee time recording documents, such as the Time Study, to OFP.  However, if requested I&E Grantees must be able to support the activities performed and the hours expensed for subcontractors listed on the I&E approved budget, and should maintain this documentation in accordance with contract provisions.
All subcontractors who provide a service, such as assisting in outreach, training peer educators, or who assist with the implementation of the Workplan, must Time Study for 100 percent of their time.  If the subcontractor is providing a product, such as a pamphlet or revised curriculum, a Time Study is not required and the lead agency’s average Medi-Cal percentage will be used to determine the matching percentage for funding the subcontractor’s costs.

The OFP has modified slide 102, Subcontract Agreement FAQs, of the Bidder’s Conference PowerPoint Presentation to reflect that Subcontractors are required to submit Time Study documents according to the FFP User’s Guide (Appendix 16).
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
