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This Addenda is regarding the Information and Education Grant Request for Applications (RFA) #11‑10017 dated November 29, 2010. The California Department of Public Health, Office of Family Planning (OFP) distributed this RFA to solicit applications to fund community-based and community driven programs that address the problems of teen and unintended pregnancy through prevention and health education activities, along with linkages to family planning services and reproductive health care.  The information that requires correction in this RFA and related Attachments, Appendices, Exhibits is as follows:
1. RFA Document
a. List of Appendices
The RFA List of Appendices on page v. has been modified to include a complete Application Intervention Summary. 

The OFP has modified the RFA to include an Application Intervention Summary Sample (Appendix 28) in the List of Appendices on page v of the RFA.

b. 3-Year I&E Project Sustainability Plan
The RFA Section II.  I&E Program Requirements, A. I&E Project Sustainability, 1. Required Reports and Plans, b. 3-Year Project Sustainability Plan on pages 13 and 14 of the RFA have been modified to include the following language.  
Examples of a sustainability plan’s components include, but are not limited to:

· The applicant’s commitment to support the I&E Project goals in the event of resource reductions.

· Plans to maintain the required I&E Project interventions including prioritization of interventions and other activities.  

· Development of periodic reports that evaluates and updates your agency’s Needs

Assessment and the associated outcome measures to illustrate success identifying, solving, and improving the teen birth rate in your community and to promote your community’s commitment to healthy youth and reducing risky behaviors.

· Support of diverse educational opportunities focused on gaining insights and identifying innovative strategies to promote youth sexual health, to reduce health inequities, and to address the needs of underserved communities. 

The OFP has modified the RFA document to include the missing language for the Sustainability Plan.
c. Logic Model
The RFA Section II. I&E Program Requirements, C. Logic Model, Step 2 Behaviors on page 17 of the RFA identified two charts with the incorrect I&E Project Goal and list of behaviors. The RFA language has been modified to state “Applicants shall select a minimum of (1) one to (3) three behaviors from the following two lists and enter them in the “behaviors” column.
	I&E Program Goal: To decrease teenage pregnancy through educational programs that equip teens at high risk for pregnancy with the knowledge, understanding, and behavioral skills necessary to make responsible decisions regarding at-risk behaviors.
BEHAVIORS:

a. Increase use of clinical services

b. Delay initiation of sex
c. Decrease sexual risk-taking 
d. Decrease number of sexually active youth

e. Decrease frequency of sex among sexually active youth

f. Decrease number of sexual partners among sexually active youth

g. Increase contraceptive use among sexually active youth
h. Increase knowledge of consistent contraceptive use

i. Increase use and correct use of condoms
j. Increase in effective communication among sexual partners regarding the use of condoms and contraceptives
k. Increase positive involvement in parenting
l. Increase parent-child communication about sex




The OFP has modified the RFA language to reflect that applicants must select from one I&E Program Goal and the accurate list of behaviors has been provided.
d. Intervention Development
The RFA Section II. I&E Program Requirements, D. I&E Project Intervention Criteria, 5. I&E Project Intervention Requirements, d. Intervention Development on page 22 of the RFA, has been modified to add the following language:
1. Applicants shall propose, develop, and implement I&E Project Intervention activities that qualify for Federal Financial Participation (FFP) reimbursement to maximize funding for I&E Projects.  FFP reimbursement for approved State programs includes providing specific activities that meet the following two objectives:

· Assisting Medi-Cal eligible individuals to enroll in the Medi-Cal/Family PACT Program. 

· Assisting individuals on Medi-Cal to access Medi-Cal or Family PACT providers and services.

The OFP has developed a FFP User Guide (Appendix 16) to assist funded applicants in understanding the FFP requirements.  This guide will assist funded agencies in complying with federal funding rules and receive the maximum allowable federal and state funding.

The OFP has modified the RFA language to reflect that applicants shall propose, develop, implement I&E Project Interventions activities that qualify for Federal Financial Participation (FFP) Reimbursement to maximize funding for I&E Projects.   
e. Evaluation

The RFA Section II. I&E Program Requirements, F. Evaluation, Reportable Demographics of Target Population on page 24 of the RFA, has been modified to add an under age 11 age group with a footnote.
· Age Group — all ages may be served but should be reported by the following breakdown

o Youth under age 11*
o Young Adolescents (ages 12-14)
o Adolescents (ages 15-17)
o Adolescents (ages 18-19)
o Young Adults (ages 20-24)
 Programs directed at minors less than 12 years of age may be abstinence-only.  However, for the purposes of I&E funding, the OFP will not support abstinence‑only interventions.  For additional information, please refer to the Sexual Health Education Accountability Act; Health & Safety Code Sections 151000‑151003 (Appendix 2).

The OFP modified the Reportable Demographics of Target Population to include youth under age 11 and added a footnote that reflect the OFP intent of serving minors under age 12 with abstinence only interventions.
f. Staffing
The RFA Section III. I&E Administrative Requirements, C. Staffing, Item 3 (b) on page 31 of the RFA has been modified to clarify the intent of the Project Coordinator duties:
The Project Coordinator is generally under the supervision of the Project Director or other

manager. The OFP mandates that the title Project Coordinator is the designated title to

perform duties such as: intervention programming; coordinating services with the TPP

Community Collaborative partners; developing documents required by the grant; overseeing

local and statewide Continuous Program Improvement (CPI) data collection and evaluation;

supervising and training staff and volunteers; monitoring budget; overseeing project activities

and budget of subcontractors; participating in regional collaborative efforts; attending

TPP-sponsored grant meetings and trainings, and liaison with OFP staff.  
The OFP has modified the RFA language to reflect that coordination of services with the TPP Community Collaborative partners does not apply to the I&E Project Coordinator duties.
g. Mail or Hand Delivery
The RFA Section IV. General Application Information, H. Application Submission Process, 2. Application, d. Mail or Hand Delivery on page 47 of the RFA has been modified to include the following language:  “Applicants may submit their applications to OFP via hand delivery, U.S. Mail, or Express Mail Carriers.  U.S. Mail and Express Mail must be postmarked by the certifying carrier company by the date and time listed in the RFA Timeline”.  Label and submit your application using one of the following methods.  
The OFP has modified the RFA language to reflect that applicants may deliver their applications via hand delivery, U.S. Mail or Express Mail.  Mailed applications must be postmarked by the certifying carrier company by the date and time listed in the RFA Timeline.
h. Application Due Date
The RFA Section IV. General Application Information, H. Application Submission Process, 2. Application, e. Application Due Date on page 48 of the RFA has been modified to omit and include the following language  “Application package must be received or postmarked by the OFP by the date and time listed in the RFA Timeline.  Hand delivered applications to OFP must be received by 6:00 pm on the RFA due date.  U.S. Mail and Express Mail must be post marked by the certifying carrier company by the date and time listed in the RFA Timeline.”

The OFP has modified the RFA language to reflect that hand delivered applications to OFP must be received by 6:00 pm on the RFA due date.  U.S. Mailed and Express Mailed applications must be postmarked by the certifying carrier company by the date and time listed in the RFA Timeline.

i. Application Intervention Summary
The RFA Section V. Program Application Submission Requirements and Instructions, E. Application Intervention Summary on page 59 of the revised RFA, has been modified to include a reference for a complete Application Intervention Summary:  “Please see Appendix 28 for a completed Application Intervention Summary.”
The OFP has modified the RFA to include an Application Intervention Summary Sample (Appendix 28) at the applicants request. 

j. Community Assessment
The RFA Section V. Program Application Submission Requirements and Instructions, F. Needs Assessment Narrative (6 page maximum), 3. Community Assessment, b on page 59 on the RFA has been modified to clarify the intent of the language.  “Describe the applicant’s community’s current priority for teen pregnancy prevention efforts, compared to other needed services and programs. If teen pregnancy prevention is not a priority for the applicant’s community, describe how you will propose to increase the priority of teen pregnancy prevention through collaborative TPP Regional Network activities”.  

The OFP has modified the RFA language to reflect that applicants shall describe how they will propose to increase the priority of teen pregnancy prevention through the TPP Regional Network Activities and not through collaborative activities.
k. Target Population(s) and Setting(s) /location(s) 
The RFA Section V. Program Application Submission Requirements and Instructions, H. Interventions Narrative (3 page maximum per intervention), 2. Target Population(s) and Setting(s)/location(s), b on page 61 of the RFA has been modified as follows:  “Explain how the applicant will recruit and retain participants for the target populations(s) for the I&E Project Interventions.  If applicable, applicants shall detail how they will retain participants into the I&E Project Interventions (i.e., multiple session or series, peer educators, and or interventions that require an activity outcome, for example, teen theatre play).”  
The OFP has modified the RFA language to reflect that applicants shall detail how they will recruit (and retain participants, if applicable) into the I&E Project Interventions.  
l. Evaluation Plan Narrative (2 page maximum per intervention) 
The RFA Section V. Program Application Submission Requirements and Instructions,                      J. Evaluation Plan Narrative (2 page maximum per intervention) on page 63 of the RFA has been modified to increase the number of pages for submission: “Evaluation Plan Narrative                (2 page maximum per intervention)”. 
In response to the applicants request that OFP reconsiders the number of pages submitted per intervention, the OFP has modified the RFA language to include that the Evaluation Plan Narrative is two pages maximum per intervention.  
m. Subcontractors (Third Line Item)

The RFA Section VI. Administrative Application Submission Requirements and Instructions, C. Budget and Budget Justification, 3. Budget Line Items, d. Subcontractors (Third Line Item) 2 and 3, on page 72 on the RFA has been modified on the following language.
2) The applicant’s Budget Justification Narrative shall Iidentify, by listing the objective number, 
how funding allocated for each this line item will directly supports the goals, objectives and 
activities specified in the Workplan (i.e., I&E Project Interventions and I&E Program 
Requirements).  The total cost only is entered on this line. 
3) Applicants are to prepare their proposed subcontractor budgets (Attachment 14) based

upon the following instructions: create one Subcontractor budget for each Subcontractor.

Grantees may need to revise the subcontractor budgets annually to reflect current

estimated expenditures.

The applicant’s Budget Justification Narrative and Subcontractor Summary shall discuss the necessity of using each subcontractor and/or independent consultant and explain why the agency is unable to provide the services being acquired.  Explain what contributions their services and expertise will add to this Program.

The OFP modified the RFA to clarify the language under Subcontractors (Third Line Item), applicants are required to submit the supporting language in the Budget Justification Narrative Section.  
n. Budget Related Submission Documents
The RFA Section VI. Administrative Application Submission Requirements and Instructions, C. Budget and Budget Justification, 5. Budget Related Submission Documents, a. Budget Justification Narrative (2 page maximum) 1 on page 74 on the RFA has been modified to include the following language.

5. Budget Related Submission Documents

a. Budget Justification Narrative (2 page maximum)

1. Describe how funding allocated for each line item directly supports the goals, objectives and activities specified in the Workplan, by objective number, for each I&E Project Intervention and I&E Program Requirements (i.e., Family PACT Clinical Services Linkages, TPP Regional Network, and Administrative Duties).
If a subcontractor(s) is used, describe how funding allocated for each line item directly supports the goals, objectives and activities specified in the Workplan, by objective number, for each I&E Project Intervention and I&E Program Requirements for each subcontractor(s).

Applicants shall use the following correlating Objective Nnumbers and description to describe funding allocation for the Program Requirements that will be specified in the Workplan:

• Objective 1 – Core Intervention—Life Skill Education

• Objective 2 – Supplementary Intervention

• Objective 3 – Supplementary Intervention

• Objective 4 – Supplementary Intervention, if applicable

• Objective 5 – Supplementary Intervention, if applicable

• Objective 6 – Family PACT Clinical Service Linkages

• Objective 7 – TPP Regional Network

• Objective 8 – Administrative Activities

The OFP modified the RFA language to clarify the intent of the Budget Justification Narrative.

2. Attachment 1 – Application Checklist.

The Application Checklist (Attachment 1) the Evaluation Plan Narrative should not exceed two pages per intervention.

3. Attachment 3 – Application Intervention Summary  

a. The OFP has modified the Application Intervention Summary (Attachment 3) on page 3, “Percent of FY 2011-2012 Budget per I&E Project Intervention” to delete the completed form field of 100%.  Applicants must detail their allocation methodology that is the percent of effort dedicated for the I&E Project Interventions.  The cumulative total for all I&E Project Interventions must represent 100% of the overall I&E budget.

b. The OFP has modified Application Intervention Summary (Attachment 3), to include a row for adults and parents for each I&E Project Intervention.

The OFP has modified Application Intervention Summary (Attachment 3) to reflect a row for Adults and Parents for each I&E Project Intervention.  

4. Attachment 4 – Logic Model 

a. The OFP has modified the Logic Model (Attachment 4) to add a template Life Skill Education Intervention.

The OFP has modified the Logic Model (Attachment 4) so that applicants are now able to insert their proposed Life Skill Intervention Logic Model outcomes.

b. The OFP has modified the Logic Model Samples (Appendix 7) to add a sample Life Skill Education Intervention.

· Life Skill Education Intervention description and minimum implementation requirements

· Peer-Based Education Intervention description and minimum implementation requirements

· Youth Leadership Intervention minimum implementation requirements

· Teen Theater Intervention description and minimum implementation requirements

· Community Awareness and Mobilization Intervention description and minimum implementation requirements

· Social Networking Intervention minimum implementation requirements

The OFP has made major revisions to the I&E Project Interventions Criteria (Appendix 10).  Applicants should replace the previous version of this document with the revised            Appendix 10. 
7. Appendix 12 – Project Plan Samples

a. The OFP has modified the Project Plan Samples (Appendix 12) to add a Sample Life Education Intervention.

The OFP has provided a completed Life Skills Education Intervention Sample in the Project Plan Samples (Appendix 12).
b. The OFP has revised the Project Plan Samples (Appendix 12) to include a recruitment plan and retention plan (if applicable) as a major activity for each I&E Intervention.  This activity reflects the RFA intent that the applicants shall detail how they will recruit and retain participants into the I&E Project Interventions.

The OFP modified the language to clarify that applicants will describe how they propose to increase the priority of teen pregnancy prevention through TPP Regional Network activities.

b. Section 3. I&E Project Intervention (Not to exceed 3 pages per intervention), 4. Target Population(s) and Setting(s)/ Location(s)—was modified to reflect the RFA intent that applicants shall detail how they will recruit and retain participants into the I&E Project Interventions, if applicable.  

4. Target Population(s) and Setting(s)/Location(s)— Does the applicant detail how they will recruit participants for each of the I&E Project Interventions?

· If applicable, does the applicant detail how they will retain participants into the I&E Project Interventions (i.e., multiple session or series, peer educators, and/or interventions that require an activity outcome, for example, teen theatre play).
The OFP modified the Target Population(s) and Setting(s)/Location(s) rating criteria to reflect the RFA intent that applicants shall detail how they will recruit and retain participants into the I&E Project Interventions.
c. Section 5. Evaluation Plan (Not to exceed 2 pages per intervention)
The OFP modified the title heading to clarify that the requirement of the Evaluation Plan is two 2 pages per intervention.
