Describe the unmet need.  Identify and assess populations not receiving primary medical care and the estimated number of individuals to be served.  Unmet need is the need for HIV-related health services by individuals with HIV disease who are aware of their HIV status but are not receiving regular primary medical care.

Assess current service gaps and barriers for people living with HIV accessing and remaining in primary medical care.
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
