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Sample Local Health Officer Quarantine Order
Ebola Virus Disease

1. Pursuant to sections 120220, 120215, 120130, 120175 and 120585 of the California Health and Safety Code(HSC), the Health Officer of _______________________________ HEREBY ORDERS                                                                                       (Name of City or County)

hereinafter referred to as the individual, shall be quarantined under the conditions specified in this order from ___(date issued)____ through ___(date of expiration)___, or until this order is rescinded by the local health officer, or superseded or amended by order of a local health officer or State Public Health Officer, whichever occurs first.  
Violation of or failure to comply with this order may result in civil detention, and is a misdemeanor punishable by imprisonment, fine, or both. (HSC 120275 and 120295)
2. This order is issued because the individual is a definite or suspected contact of persons infected with Ebola, and himself/herself presents an increased risk of being infected with the Ebola virus. Quarantine is necessary to prevent potential spread of the disease.  
3. The individual shall be quarantined at the following location:

The individual shall cooperate with any physician, health officer or persons authorized by the health officer who performs medical observation during the period of quarantine. 

The individual shall undergo direct active monitoring as follows: _____________________________

[For example: Active surveillance of your temperature and health status, which includes (1) twice daily self-monitoring of your body temperature and assessment of early symptoms of Ebola, including severe headache, body aches, vomiting, diarrhea, abdominal pain, unexplained bleeding, and/or hemorrhage; (2) Cooperating with Public Health staff during any in-person and/or home visitation.]
The conditions of quarantine shall be as follows (only checked items and written instructions shall apply):  

· The individual shall not put himself/herself in immediate physical communication with any person, other than a physician, the health officer, or persons authorized by the health officer.  This includes no direct contact (within 3 feet) of household members, unless authorized by the health officer.
· The individual shall not put himself/herself in immediate physical communication with any animals.  This includes no direct contact (within 3 feet) of household pets and/or livestock unless authorized by the health officer.
· The individual shall be excluded from: 

· All long-distance commercial conveyances (e.g., airplane, ship, long-distance bus, or train).
· Local public transportation (e.g., taxi, bus, subway). 

· The individual shall be excluded from public places (e.g., shopping centers, movie theaters, restaurants, amusement parks), and congregate gatherings where the individual will be sitting or standing less than 3 feet away from others.
· The individual shall be excluded from the individual’s place of employment for the duration of the public health order, unless approved by the state or local health department (telework is permitted).
· Additional conditions and instructions of the local health officer:

4. The individual may leave the place of quarantine under the following specific circumstances  (only checked items and written instructions shall apply):

· The individual shall be permitted in non-congregate public activities while maintaining a 3-foot distance from others may be permitted (e.g., jogging in a park).
· Federal public health travel restrictions (Do Not Board) will be implemented to enforce controlled movement

· Travel shall be by noncommercial conveyances only and coordinated with public health authorities at both origin and destination.

· Additional conditions and instructions of the local health officer:

5. The individual shall be immediately quarantined in isolation if they exhibit either,

· Fever of 38 degrees Celsius or 100.4 Fahrenheit or higher; OR

· Any symptoms consistent with Ebola  such as severe headache, weakness, muscle pain, vomiting, diarrhea, abdominal pain or unexplained hemorrhage;
In the event that isolation is required pursuant to this paragraph, the individual shall be quarantined in isolation at the following location:

The individual shall not go beyond the lot line of the location described above, or put himself/herself in immediate physical communication with any person, other than, the health officer, emergency medical personnel authorized by the health officer, or other persons authorized by the health officer. 6. The individual or the individual’s authorized lawful representative may contact the following representative of the local health department to seek clarification of any part of this order.  If the individual or his/her authorized lawful representative believe that the individual is not a contact or suspected contact as described in paragraph 2 of this order, or object to the appropriateness of the conditions of quarantine contained in this order, the individual or his/her lawful authorized representative may object and/or request an informal hearing by contacting the person indicated below.

Legal Authority:
California Health and Safety Code (H&S) § 120130(d):  The health officer may require strict or modified isolation, or quarantine, for any case of contagious, infectious, or communicable disease, when this action is necessary for the protection of the public health.
H&S § 120215:   Upon receiving information of the existence of contagious, infectious, or communicable disease for which the department [defined as California Department of Public Health] may from time to time declare the need for strict isolation or quarantine, each health officer shall:

   (a)
Ensure the adequate isolation of each case, and appropriate quarantine of the contacts and premises.

   (b)
Follow local rules and regulations, and all general and special rules, regulations, and orders of the department, in carrying out the quarantine or isolation.
H&S §120175:  Each health officer knowing or having reason to believe that any case of the diseases made reportable by regulation of the department, or any other contagious, infectious or communicable disease exists, or has recently existed, within the territory under his or her jurisdiction, shall take measures as may be necessary to prevent the spread of the disease or occurrence of additional cases.
H&S §120220:  When quarantine or isolation, either strict or modified, is established by a health officer, all persons shall obey his or her rules, orders, and regulations.
H&S § 120585:  Local health officers may inspect and quarantine any place or person when the procedure is necessary to enforce the regulations of the board or the department.
Violations:

H&S §120275:  Any person who, after notice, violates, or who, upon the demand of any health officer, refuses or neglects to conform to, any rule, order, or regulation prescribed by the department respecting a quarantine or disinfection of persons, animals, things, or places, is guilty of a misdemeanor.

H&S §120295:  Any person who violates Section 120130 or any section in Chapter 3 (commencing with Section 120175, but excluding Section 120195), is guilty of a misdemeanor, punishable by a fine of not less than fifty dollars ($50) nor more than one thousand dollars ($1,000), or by imprisonment for a term of not more than 90 days, or by both. He or she is guilty of a separate offense for each day that the violation continued.'
Enforcement:

H&S §101029:  The sheriff of each county, or city and county, may enforce within the county, or the city and county, all orders of the local health officer issued for the purpose of preventing the spread of any contagious, infectious, or communicable disease. Every peace officer of every political subdivision of the county, or city and county, may enforce within the area subject to his or her jurisdiction all orders of the local health officer issued for the purpose of preventing the spread of any contagious, infectious, or communicable disease. This section is not a limitation on the authority of peace officers or public officers to enforce orders of the local health officer. When deciding whether to request this assistance in enforcement of its orders, the local health officer may consider whether it would be necessary to advise the enforcement agency of any measures that should be taken to prevent infection of the enforcement officers.
